- National Hispanic Cultural Center: Don?t miss the largest concave fresco in 
North America, Frederico Vigil?s ?Mundos De Mestizaje,? inside the Torreón at 
the National Hispanic Cultural Center. A performing arts complex hosts 
musicals, plays and other performing arts.

- World-Class Museums: As a top-rated city for museums, there is something 
to suit every taste.

The National Museum of Nuclear Science & History, the New Mexico Museum 
of Natural History & Science, and Explora science center and museum are fun

- Outdoor Recreat ion: Exploring Albuquerque's scenic nature, high altitude 
and temperate climate makes for a one-of-a-kind outdoor experience. The 
surrounding mountainous terrain is a paradise for hikers and bikers, while the 
interconnected trail system throughout the city is ideal for outdoor recreation 
right in the city. The Paseo del Bosque Trail is an easily accessible 16-mile 
multi-use route enjoyed by walkers, runners, cyclists, and even horseback
