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Every October, the skies above Albuquerque 
explode in a riot of color as dozens, then 
hundreds, of hot air balloons rise with the 
sun and drift gracefully across the horizon. 
Welcome to the ExxonMobil Albuquerque 
International Balloon Fiesta®, the world’s 
largest celebration of hot air ballooning and 
a tradition deeply rooted in the city’s skies 
and spirit.

Albuquerque’s reputation as the Hot Air 
Ballooning Capital of the World starts with 
its skies. The city’s high-desert location and 
mild climate offer ideal flying conditions 
year-round, but it’s the mysterious 
“Albuquerque Box” that truly sets it apart. 
This unique wind pattern allows balloon 
pilots to ride air currents in a predictable, 

square-shaped loop, making it possible to 
launch and land close to the same spot. (See 
diagram for more information.)

Thanks to this gift from nature, you can 
spot balloons floating above Albuquerque 
almost any day of the year, with private 
ballooning companies offering breathtaking 
rides over the Rio Grande and the city’s 
neighborhoods. But once a year, that 
quiet magic turns into a global event as 
pilots from around the world travel to 
Albuquerque for the Balloon Fiesta.

The Fiesta had humble beginnings. The first 
Balloon Fiesta took place on April 8, 1972, 
when 13 balloons launched from the eastern 
edge of the parking lot of the Coronado

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Center shopping mall in Albuquerque. In 
1986, the City of Albuquerque opened 
Balloon Fiesta Park, a sprawling 365-acre 
launch field that serves as the home base for 
Fiesta each October and hosts festivals, fairs 
and community events year-round. 

Next door to Balloon Fiesta Park is the 
Anderson Abruzzo International Balloon 
Museum, home of one of the world’s most 
complete collections of ballooning artifacts 
and images. The museum is named in honor 
of Albuquerque adventurers Ben Abruzzo 
and Maxie Anderson, who in 1978 made the 
first balloon crossing of the Atlantic Ocean. 
At the museum, stories of ballooning history 
come vividly to life. 

Included with museum admission, you can 
take a virtual reality balloon flight without 
ever leaving the ground. Compiled from 
360-degree footage from previous Fiestas, 
the VR experience is a 10-minute program 
that makes you feel like you’re in the basket 
of a balloon rising over the Fiesta field and 
gliding over the city.

Today, nearly 600 balloons participate in the 
Balloon Fiesta each year, including hundreds 
of special shape balloons. The annual event 
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THE ALBUQUERQUE BOX

One of the reasons the city is known for ballooning is the weather phenomenon 
called the “Albuquerque Box.” Balloon Fiesta Park sits in a valley where cold air flows 
south and warm air flows north. The warm air rises to a higher altitude, creating a 
rectangular wind pattern. This box allows balloons to take off and head south, then 
rise to a higher altitude to go north, and land very close to where they took off.

draws about 800,000 spectators over its 
nine-day run.

At the Fiesta’s heart are the morning 
launches, when hundreds of balloons take 
off in wave after wave from the launch 
field. But the event offers much more than 
just early morning thrills. The schedule has 
grown over the years to include balloon 
glows, fireworks shows, skydiving stunts and 
other entertainment. 

The newest additions to the event line-
up include a dazzling aerial light show 
that features hundreds of drones and an 
exhibition of remote-control miniature 
balloons affectionately called “globitos.” In 
2023, the Fiesta set a new Guinness World 
Record for the largest display of model hot 
air balloons. This year, more than 80 globitos 
are expected to participate.

Whether it’s your first visit or your 50th, the 
Balloon Fiesta is a celebration of wonder, 
color and wide-open skies. Plan your days 
to take in every moment, from the exciting 
dawn launches to the evening balloon 
glows, when the park lights up like a garden 
of magical lanterns. There’s nothing else on 
earth quite like it.M
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MASS ASCENSION/BALLOON 
LAUNCH
Witness hundreds of balloons lift off and fill 
the horizon in the unforgettable, two-wave 
Mass Ascension on Saturday and Sunday 
mornings and the Flight of the Nations Mass 
Ascension on Wednesday. On other Fiesta 
days, the morning Balloon Launch is equally 
exciting and is an excellent photo op! 

TWILIGHT TWINKLE GLOW™ AND  
BALLOON GLOW™
At twilight, the burners of tethered 
balloons are ignited, illuminating the night 
with colorfully glowing envelopes that 
guests can wander among. Afterward, 
enjoy the AfterGlow™ Fireworks show.

DRONE LIGHT SHOW

Hundreds of synchronized drones entertain 
spectators with a carefully choreographed 
show in the dark skies over Balloon Fiesta 
Park, combining to make colorful shapes 
and even spell out words. Shows take 
place every morning of Fiesta at 5:45 a.m., 
as well as at 7:45 p.m. on Thursday, Friday, 
Sunday and both Saturdays.

DAWN PATROL/DAWN PATROL 
SHOW
The first balloons to take flight each 
morning, Dawn Patrol is a chance for pilots 
to determine the day’s winds at the layers 
above the ground and for early bird guests 
to send our balloonists off with a cheer. 
Dawn Patrol takes place every day at 6 
a.m., and the Dawn Patrol Show occurs on 
Mass Ascension Days.

BALLOON FIESTA HIGHLIGHTS
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SPECIAL SHAPE RODEO™ 
Held on Thursday and Friday mornings, 
these “rodeos” showcase uniquely shaped 
balloons. Look for a family of bees, a 
cow, and some of your favorite cartoon 
characters!

SPECIAL SHAPE GLOWDEO™
The special shape balloons get their 
own glow time on Thursday and Friday 
evenings.

FLIGHT OF THE NATIONS –  
MID-WEEK MASS ASCENSION
During this mid-week flight, preceding 
the Mass Ascension, select pilots of 
participating countries carry their country’s 
flag during this multinational flight. This 
exciting event recognizes the international 
ballooning community that participates in 
Balloon Fiesta to help make it the largest 
of its kind in the world.

COMPETITIONS
Double launches on Monday, Tuesday, 
Thursday and Friday combine the launch 
of hundreds of balloons from the Launch 
Field with the allure of hundreds more 
maneuvering to the Launch Field for their 
chance at prizes and fame, creating a 
theatrical ebb and flow of color in the sky. 
During competitions, pilots demonstrate 
their flying finesse, control and accuracy 
while competing for points and prizes.

AFTERGLOW™ FIREWORKS
Following each glow event, the night 
blooms with a spectacular fireworks show. 
Bring your blankets and chairs for this 
extravaganza. M
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FIESTA DE LOS GLOBITOS/
GLOBITO GLOW IN THE VILLAGE
Globitos are remote-controlled balloons 
that are about one-quarter to one-third the 
size of standard hot air balloons. Globitos 
pilots will have dedicated time throughout 
the Fiesta schedule for their own balloon 
rallies that bring together more than 80 
of the miniature balloons. Globitos do not 
carry pilots or passengers. On Monday 
night, globitos will line up along 4th 
Street in the village of Los Ranchos de 
Albuquerque for a special Globito Glow in 
the Village to kick off the 100th anniversary 
of Route 66.

ALBUQUERQUE LIGHTS UP 
THE ROUTE 66 CENTENNIAL

Albuquerque is famous for hosting the 
world’s largest hot air balloon festival, but 
that’s not the only title the city can claim. 
Albuquerque is also home to the nation’s 
longest uninterrupted urban stretch of 
Route 66, the legendary road that will 
celebrate its 100th anniversary in 2026.

The city is celebrating the anniversary in 
style. Albuquerque’s centennial celebration 
officially kicked off in the summer of 
2025 and will continue throughout 2026. 
While you are in town for the Balloon 
Fiesta, make some time to explore the 
neighborhoods and attractions that give 
Albuquerque’s Route 66 a distinctive flair 
and vibrancy you won’t find anywhere else. 

A good place to start your planning is 
at ROUTE66ABQ.COM, where you’ll find 
curated itineraries, learn about some of 

the Mother Road’s legendary locations 
and people, and find tips on what to do 
and see. You can even control a slider that 
compares “then and now” photographs of 
a dozen landmarks in the city.

In Albuquerque, Route 66 is known as 
Central Avenue. Along this road, you’ll 
find iconic neon signs and retro roadside 
diners. Also look for lovingly renovated 
motels that retain their vintage charm, 
former automotive service stations 
that have been converted into hip new 
restaurants, and classic buildings that now 
house food halls, coffee shops, breweries, 
cocktail lounges, wine bars and even 
speakeasies.

For the centennial, the City of 
Albuquerque has installed immersive 
art projects along the length of Central 
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ALBUQUERQUE’S CENTENNIAL 
CELEBRATION OFFICIALLY 
KICKED OFF IN THE SUMMER 
OF 2025 AND WILL CONTINUE 
THROUGHOUT 2026. 
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Avenue that bridge the road’s rich history 
with bold new visions. This art-fueled road 
trip, called “Route 66 Remixed,” brings 
the historic corridor to life in exciting 
and innovative ways. A self-guided tour 
allows you to spend time with each of the 
installations, which offer great photo ops. 
Learn more at ROUTE66ABQ.COM.

In addition to Central Avenue, be sure 
to visit the shops, antique stores and 
restaurants that line 4th Street, which was 
the original north-south path of Route 66 
through Albuquerque prior to an east-
west realignment of the road in 1937. This 
change resulted in the unique situation 
where Route 66 intersects itself at the 
corner of 4th Street and Central Avenue in 
downtown Albuquerque.

Albuquerque’s Route 66 is a journey worth 
taking, full of stories and surprises. Start 
exploring now, and come back in 2026 to 
see how the past and future of America’s 
most iconic highway come together in the 
heart of New Mexico.

Established in 1706, Old Town is the city’s 
cultural heart, with adobe-brick buildings 
surrounding a central plaza. Explore more 
than 150 shops, galleries and restaurants 
featuring Southwestern artwork, pottery 
and traditional New Mexican food. Old 
Town will be full of live music from noon to 
4 p.m. each day during the Balloon Fiesta, 
in the gazebo on the plaza.

WORLD-CLASS MUSEUMS

Here, you’ll find museums devoted to 
everything from art and history (the 
Albuquerque Museum) to snakes (the 
American International Rattlesnake

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COMBINING CHILE 
WITH BALLOONING
At Balloon Fiesta Park and in the skies, look for the 
Visit Albuquerque balloons flown by Rainbow Ryders 
Hot Air Balloon Ride Company. With its two-sided 
design, the “Red or Green?” balloon pays homage 
to New Mexico’s official state question, which refers 
to the decision diners make when choosing red or 
green chile. Fun fact: If you want both types of chile, 
“Christmas” is the answer.

Continuing the chile theme, “La Ristra” depicts 
a 128-foot tall chile ristra. Ristras are a traditional 
way to preserve red chile. The pods are hand-tied 
into a strand and hung in the sun to dry. Also used 
decoratively, ristras hang outside many homes in 
Albuquerque as a symbol of welcome or good luck. 
Fun fact: If the La Ristra balloon were made of real 
chile pods, it would make 3,291,428 quart jars of salsa! C
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
