New Mexico is home to 23 Native American tribes,
including 19 Pueblos, and their rich culture is a
cornerstone of Albuquerque’s identity. Many of
these tribes are located in the surrounding areas,
each with its own unique traditions, languages and
art forms. The Indian Pueblo Cultural Center in
Albuquerque gives visitors an intimate educational
look into the Native American story and the

strong history that has shaped Albuquerque over
centuries.

HISPANIC & LATIN CULTURE

Albuquerque’s Hispanic culture is deeply woven
into the fabric of the city, with roots dating back
to the early Spanish settlers. The city itself is
named after the Duke of Alburquerque, and this
rich heritage is reflected in the city’s architecture,
festivals, art and cuisine.
