CHAUTAUQUA PARK TO PARK SHUTTLE
Ride the free weekend shuttle to get to Chautauqua, Boulder’s most
popular hiking area at the foot of the Flatirons. Park for free at 5
downtown parking garages, the CU Regent lot, or New Vista High School
and then hop on the shuttle. Runs Memorial Day to Labor Day.

* State Park + South Boulder Trailheads
ELDO SHUTTLE
Eldorado Canyon State Park, “Eldo” to locals, is 20 minutes from
Boulder and is world renowned for rock climbing and hiking. By riding
the shuttle, you get to bypass the park's otherwise mandatory
timed-entry weekend reservation system and enjoy guaranteed entrance
to the park (paid park pass required*). This shuttle also serves these city
trailheads in south Boulder: Marshall Mesa, Doudy Draw and South
Mesa. Runs Memorial Day to Labor Day.

Federal Wilderness Area

You can take a bus
from Boulder to the shuttle: Ride the RTD Bus Route NB from the
downtown Boulder station to Nederland High School (free on days when
Hessie shuttle is operating). Operates late May to early October.

National Park

Catch the Bustang at Table Mesa Park-N-Ride and ride to
RMNP. Operates late May to early October.

A valid park pass (nps.gov/romo/) is required to ride the shuttle into
RMNP. A timed-entry reservation is not required for Bustang passengers.

« Bus tickets are $7.50 each way and must be purchased in advance
« Saturdays and Sundays (plus holidays)

« Pickup at Table Mesa Park-N-Ride (Gate B) in Boulder
is at 7:55am or 8:55am

« Return to Table Mesa Park-N-Ride (Gate A) is at 5pm or 6pm
