White Bird Gallery: White Bird Gallery is the
longest-running art gallery in Cannon Beach.
It showcases rotating exhibitions featuring
both national and regional artists, with works
spanning painting, sculpture, printmaking,
photography, and mixed media.

Shearwater Studio & Gallery: This gallery
highlights the work of resident artist Drea
Rose Frost, along with a curated selection of
regional and local talent. Shearwater
showcases expressive, coastal-inspired art
across various media, like paint, sculpture, and
mixed media

Oregon Gallery: Oregon Gallery features
scenic landscape photography by Ron Keebler
and handcrafted gifts made in the Pacific
Northwest. 

Images of the West: Images of the West
showcases the work of landscape
photographer Randall J. Hodges, whose color-
rich images are featured on wrapped canvas,
metal prints, and Lumachrome HD acrylics. 

Bronze Coast & Brumfield Gallery: This gallery
offers a variety of sculptures, original
paintings, photography, and giclee
reproductions, and features more than forty
award-winning regional, national, and
international artists. 

Modern Villa Gallery: Modern Villa Gallery is a
contemporary art space showcasing a diverse
collection of works in various mediums by ten
artists.

Archimedes: Archimedes works to create a
space that celebrates and supports the
growth of contemporary art. Here you will
find work that ranges from Realism to
Surrealism with a focus on illustrative work.

Steidel’s Art: Located in a historic home,
Steidel’s Art features the whimsical and
expressive watercolor work by the late artist Bill
Steidel.  

 DragonFire Gallery: DragonFire is dedicated to
showcasing affordable art by local and regional
artists in a variety of media including paint,
glass, ceramic, and metal.

Greaver, Greaver Gallery showcases their
original, nature-inspired paintings and graphic
artworks.

CB Arts Assoc./Gallery: Operated by Cannon
Beach Arts Association, a non-profit focused on
supporting local and regional art and artists
and providing art programs, The Cannon Beach
Gallery offers fresh exhibits every month and
workshops on a variety of art-related topics. 

Icefire Glassworks: In Midtown, Icefire
Glassworks features a working glassblowing
studio and showcases the light-catching work
of local artists Jim Kingwell, Suzanne Kindland,
and other top glass artists.
