Explore the natural landmark Ruby Falls, home 
to the tallest underground waterfall open to the 
public in the U.S.

Play in the water fountains or ride a tiger on 
an antique carousel at Coolidge Park, located 
right on the Northshore.

Scale new heights with 30,000 sq. ft. of rock 
wall at the 9th largest climbing gym in the U.S.,  
High Point Climbing & Fitness.

Ignite creativity for all ages with a Blow Your 
Own Glass Experience at Ignis Glass Studio.

Travel down the Tennessee River on the 
Southern Belle Riverboat. 

Visit the Creative Discovery Museum, 
consistently ranked one of the nation’s top 
children’s museums.

Pick up complementary kids’ Chattivity books, 
explore interactive kiosks, and take a scenic 
family selfie at our Visitor Information Center, 
located on the Tennessee Aquarium Plaza.

Stand where Civil War soldiers fought for 
control of Lookout Mountain at Point Park.

Catch a ballgame at AT&T Field with the 
Chattanooga Lookouts, the AA farm team 
for the Cincinnati Reds. 

Explore Chattanooga’s riverfront before walking 
the Walnut Street Bridge, one of the longest 
pedestrian bridges in the world.

Nicknamed the “Best Little Zoo in America,” 
discover over 300 animals from across the 
globe at the Chattanooga Zoo.

Learn about the city & the Tennessee River 
aboard the Chattanooga Ducks, an authentic 
WWII amphibious landing craft built for the 
D-Day invasion. 

Experience the Lookout Mountain Incline 
Railway, known as one of the world’s steepest 
passenger railway with a 72.7% grade.

Visit a family favorite, Lake Winnepesaukah, 
an amusement park which boasts over 35 
rides, paddle boats, and an interactive water 
play area. 

“See 7 States” & explore the massive 
rock formations at Rock City Gardens 
atop Lookout Mountain. 

History comes alive aboard a steam-powered 
train at the Tennessee Valley Railroad Museum. 

Score a strike during a game of bowling 
at the Southside Social. 

Grab a bike or put on your jogging 
shoes & explore the 16.1-mile paved 
Tennessee Riverwalk. 

Reflect on Native American history on the 
Chattanooga riverfront at The Passage. 

Explore inspiring stories of courage 
and sacrifice at the Medal of Honor 
Heritage Center.
