Start your day with a visit to Coventry Cathedral, one of
the city's most iconic landmarks. The cathedral was
destroyed during WWII and rebuilt in the 1950s. It's now a
beautiful example of modernist architecture, with
stunning stained-glass windows and a famous tapestry
designed by Graham Sutherland.

After exploring the cathedral, head to Coventry Transport
Museum, which houses the largest collection of British
road transport in the world. The museum is home to over
300 historic vehicles, including cars, motorcycles,
bicycles, and buses.

Take a stroll through Coventry's medieval streets and visit
St. Mary's Guildhall, a beautiful historic building that
dates back to the 14th century. The guildhall is home to a
range of events and exhibitions throughout the year.

In the afternoon, visit the Herbert Art Gallery & Museum.
The museum showcases the city's rich history, from its
medieval roots to the present day, and has a diverse
range of exhibitions and events.

In the evening, enjoy a cocktail (or two) on The
Telegraphs Hotel rooftop bar in the most unique setting
in the city overlooking Coventry’s Belgrade Plaza.
