Visit Mission San Juan Capistrano to see the oldest standing 

building in California — the Mission’s still active stone church 

— and over 240 years worth of artifacts that tell the story of 

the mission system and California’s establishment as a state. 

The Mission’s world famous migrating swallows and gorgeous 

gardens augment the historical treasures. (4.6 miles)

Dubbed a “Smithsonian” of surf memorabilia by visitors, the 

Sur昀椀ng Heritage and Culture Center has the world’s largest 

collection of all things related to California’s o昀케cial state sport: 

history, art, media, and cool vintage surfboards from the sport’s 

inception. (7.3 miles)

Dana Point’s Lantern District in the town’s center houses a 

growing number of shops, galleries, and restaurants. If you’re 

curious about the street names — Street of the Violet Lantern, 

Golden Lantern, etc. — they’re inspired by the merchant ships 

that used colored lanterns to advertise their wares in the town’s 

early days.
