Directions: 
Devil’s Thumb Ranch is approximately 78 miles from Denver and roughly a 2-hour drive.  However, with 
construction projects on I-70, please allow plenty of extra time and check your favorite GPS app or CDOT for 
current travel conditions. 
 
Directions from Denver: 

Take I-70 west to Exit 232 onto Hwy. 40 
Follow Hwy 40 for approximately 30 miles through Empire (watch your speed!), over Berthod Pass, 
through Winter Park and Fraser 
About 2 miles outside of Fraser, take a right on County Road 83 
Take the right-hand fork and follow it 3 miles to the Ranch 

 
Please pull into the porte-cochere to unload your bags and receive directions to the overnight parking area.  
Portage fees for luggage delivery to your room has been included.  
 
Check-in/Out: 
Check-in is at 4:00pm 
Check-out is at 11:00am 
 Please Note: There is a large group checking out on Wednesday, August 23rd.  While the staff will do their 

best to get rooms cleaned and ready for check-in prior to 4:00pm, they may not be able to offer earlier 
check-in on this day.  The Front Desk can store luggage until your room is ready for you. Portage fees for 
luggage delivery to your room has been included.

Weather: 
Average temperatures in the Fraser valley in August typically range from daytime highs between 70-75ᴼF and 
overnight lows between 40-45ᴼF.  Afternoon storms are not uncommon, and we are planning to be outdoors 
for lunch, as well as walking between guest rooms and venues.  Please layer and pack accordingly.  It might be 
a good idea to bring an umbrella this year.
