WALKABLE CITY CENTER
It is easy to get around the city on foot. The 16th Street Mall is a mile-long 
pedestrian promenade lined with outdoor cafés and shops. Free electric shuttle 
buses called the MallRide stop on nearly all street corners every few minutes, 
providing quick access to hotels, restaurants, bars and attractions in the city 
center. LoDo (Lower Downtown) is Denver’s trendy historic district, where brick 
warehouses have been transformed into dozens of restaurants, rooftop bars 
and nightclubs.

ENDLESS FAMILY FUN
Family attractions offer fun for all ages, 
from elephants and lions at Denver Zoo 
Conservation Alliance, to sharks and sting-
rays at Downtown Aquarium. Denver Bo-
tanic Gardens is an urban oasis in the city 
and Denver Museum of Nature & Science
offers everything from dinosaur exhibits to 
a digital planetarium and Infi nity Theater.
