Largely due to three blocked punts
York was set back 27-0.

At Glenbard May scored Vork's first touchdown, after Glenbard
had scored twice in the first half. Near the end of the game Mansell
blocked a punt and recovered it for York's second touchdown. Glenbard
had the game won, and this play could only thrill the crowds.

With May in the backfield, Mansell clinched his end job by consist-
ent and spectacular play. Harbour and Mansell each scored in the
Downers Grove game, Mansell bringing the crowd to its feet by inter-
cepting a pass and running sixty yards for a touchdown. Downers Grove
won the game by playing hard, line-plunging football.

West Chicago was the bright spot on the schedule. May and Mansell
each scored once and Carney scored twice, once returning a punt about
fifty yards for a touchdown. West Chicago rallied and scored twice in
the second half, but could not surmount York’s big lead.

Hinsdale with a big team, pounded the line for four gquarters.
Blimke was at full and, though playing with an injured leg, gave a g0
account of himself. In the third quarter he intercepted a pass but was
1ot able to score. His effort put heart into the team, but they were to0
far gone to score. Although Hinsdale won this game, they were tired
and sore when it was Over. .

Voelz was the only player who played in every minute of every
game all season.

The second
team, directed by “ Owl” Weber, who also won his letter, made the first
team work all season and deserves much credit. Coach DeShane won

) The lightweight team took each opponent in its order and one at a
time set them all back. They earned a hard, clean-cut championship.

In the first game Bensenville and York fought to a scoreless tie on
a sloppy field. The game was featured by Bensenville's passing and
York’s kicking of the wet soggy ball.

Riverside’s gridders came to try their luck. They returned with the
short end of a 6-0 score. Van Zandt’s twenty—yard sprint on a reverse
play produced the touchdown.

Maine came to see and conquer, but it was not to be. Ewing blocked
a punt in the first quarter and Rieger fell on the ball behind the goal.
The try for goal was wide. For the rest of the game York was on the
defensive. The work of Bucholz was a revelation and no little factor
in stopping Maine’s attack.

The Glenbard game was a thriller and was featured by several long
runs. Leuschke crashed two yards for a touchdown after Bigalke made
up a fifteen-yard penalty. DuBois’ kick went over the post and was good.

To try to stop the invaders, Downers Grove transferred a man from
the heavies to the lights. They then presented a strengthened team which
held for almost the whole game. With two minutes to g0 Burke inter-
cepted a pass and dodged twenty yards to a touchdown. The try for
point failed because of a mixed signal.

The West Chicago lads tried hard, but were worn out in the second
half. The reserves scored in the first half, and Bigalke place-kicked
the goal. The second half was easy and was featured by a touchdown
scored by Rieger on DuBois’ kickoff which went over the goal line.

Hinsdale threatened once and then held valiantly for the first half,
but continually lost on exchange of kicks. Starting fast in the third
quarter, Bigalke tossed a couple of passes to Burke and Backoff, both
being good for touchdowns. 'The passes for extra point failed. The
Hinsdale center passed a wild one in the last quarter for a safety.

The heavyweight pasketball season of
'97-'28 was a very successful one. From a
fairly well balanced team of Seniors and a
supporting lineup of Juniors and Sopho-
mores, Coach East moelded a team that was
a world beater, when going good, but which
unfortunately suffered a few off nights.

“In 1871 Chicago was blessed with the
great Chicago Fire.” Elmhurst, too, suf-
fered a great catastrophe which has
proved to be an unexpected blessing.

It is true
that this building housed the primary
grades and the high school under condi-
tions which were decidedly not of the
best; but now the situation seemed hope-
less.

Possibly the greatest prob-
lem to cope with was the phenomenal
growth of these western suburbs.
