Enchanted Rock has been designated
an International Dark Sky Park. View the Milky Way during a Star Party or stargazing
event. Reserve a day pass up to 30 days in advance of arrival to guarantee entry.

Fredericksburg is gearing up to commemorate its 175th Anniversary with a year-long
celebration that starts on May 8, 2021 and runs through May 2022. Fireworks, events,
a parade, art shows and more are planned to recognize "Lasting Fredericksburg."

175th Anniversary Celebration Honors Rich History
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Spring turns Fredericksburg and the Texas Hill Country into a wildflower paradise.
Bluebonnets, Indian Paintbrushes and a multitude of other varieties of wildflowers
make Fredericksburg very popular for sightseers, cyclists and motorcyclists. Bloom
will be later than normal in 2021 with roadsides slated to burst with color in late
March. Even if you miss the peak season, enjoy the view at Wildseed Farms, the
nation's largest working wildseed farm, which is located just seven miles east of
Fredericksburg and will have poppies blooming starting in early April 2021.

Before grapes, peaches were the dominant crop in the region and many peach
orchards in Gillespie County remain today. In a season which typically runs from
mid-May through mid-August, you can find some of the sweetest peaches in the
country at roadside markets and the 2021 season forecast calls for a solid crop.

Fredericksburg Home to National Historic Sites
Recently, Fredericksburg was ranked among the nation's best places to learn about
history and with sites like the National Museum of the Pacific War, Pioneer Museum,
Fort Martin Scott, Texas Ranger Heritage Center, the Gillespie County Country
Schools and LBJ State and National Historical Parks, the possibilities are endless. The
National Museum of the Pacific War has adapted to allow admission by reservation
only, while the Pioneer Museum offers walking tours of the towns historic area.
