Cities are rated based on non-discrimination laws, the 
municipality as an employer, municipal services, law 
enforcement and leadership on LGBT+ equality.

Dates to Remember
National Coming Out Day (October 11):  
An annual LGBT+ awareness day to support LGBT+ people 
to “come out of the closet.”

Trans Awareness Week (November 13-19): 
Raises the visibility of transgender people and 
addresses issues the LGBT+ community faces. 

Transgender Day of Remembrance (November 20):  
An annual observance that honors the memory of the 
transgender people whose lives were lost in acts of  
anti-transgender violence that year.  

World AIDS Day (December 1):  
An opportunity for people worldwide to unite in 
the fight against HIV, show support for people 
living with the disease, and to commemorate 
those who have died from an AIDS-related illness.  
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
