"Multi-use” means paths may be shared 
with pedestrians, roller skaters, cyclists, etc. 
Pedestrians have the right of way on these 
paths. To be considered pedestrians, 
cyclists must dismount and walk their 
bikes, including when crossing streets. 
Georgia law requires all cyclists under the 
age of 16 to wear a helmet, although we 
recommend cyclists of all ages wear 
helmets.

In 1803, a group of 75 Africans from Igboland, 
the present-day Republic of Nigeria, were 
captured and brought to Georgia. Upon 
landing on St. Simons Island, the Ibo walked 
in unison into Dunbar Creek, choosing death 
over enslavement. Although the exact site is 
unknown, this historical marker represents the 
story of the Ibo’s defiance to slavery.
