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Ever wonder what those people out 
in the water standing up are doing? 
One of the fastest-growing water 
hobbies, paddleboarding, is a great 
way to explore various waterways.

Whether you stand up and paddle 
fast or sit down and float by, you will 
love the ease of maneuvering your 
own personal hangout while you 
spot dolphins, sea turtles, and an 
array of fish, so be sure to pack your 
binoculars and fishing rod.

Though paddleboarding is a blast, 
some prefer exploring longer 
distances in a kayak. Our local 
outfitters work hard maintaining 
their paddling and pedaling fleets to 
make sure you have the equipment 
you need! 

For something off the beaten path, 
try kayaking the mysterious Dead 
Lakes of Wewahitchka where you 
can see everything from eagles to 
alligators.

WORKING TOGETHER TO PROTECT OUR BEACHES.

One of the most important things to remember 
about our beautiful destinations is that someone 
had to leave it that way in order for you to discover it 
the way they did. 

The Gulf County Leave No Trace Ordinance asks that 
you do not leave any personal property unattended 
on the beach from one hour after sunset until sunrise 
the next day. Removing any obstructions from the 
beach is critical in ensuring the safety of our visitors 
and wildlife in the area. In addition to keeping our 
beaches free of debris, any holes dug on the beach 
are never to be left unattended and must be filled 
and leveled prior to leaving.

Keeping our white sandy beaches free of hazards will 
keep them beautiful for visitors to enjoy for years to 
come. For this reason, glass containers are prohibited 
as is the burning of wood with screws, nails, or any 
other metals. In respect of those seeking a more serene 
retreat, Gulf County asks that sound amplification and 
audio devices used on the beach be kept to a 25 feet 
sound radius from the source. Together, we can all work 
to preserve the natural beauty that is the beaches of 
Gulf County.

TRAVEL TIP If your perfect 
day at the beach involves 

a lot of gear, work together 
as a group to make sure 

everything gets set up—and 
more importantly, taken 

down. We also recommend 
keeping a beach cart or 

wagon handy.

Leave No Trace Scan code for the full ordinance.

// All unattended personal items must be removed daily 
from the beach no later than 1 hour after sunset.

// All holes must be filled in prior to 
leaving the beach each day.

// Bonfires are permissible, but 
must not be within 100 feet of any 
structure, and all remnants must 
be extinguished and removed.

LET'S GET MOVING

Looking for a great way to see the sights of Port St. Joe while getting your steps in? The Port City Trail 
is just the thing! It's a fun, safe way to see the city - with nearly four miles of paved and lit walkways, 
and restrooms and water fountains along the way, you're never far from what you need!

Along the way, you'll find parks, historic sites, local shops, and can't-miss 
restaurants. To learn more about our parks, check out page 47 of this guide. To learn 
more about the discoveries that await you on the Port City Trail, visit us online.

PELICAN WAY
A short, 0.25 mile sidewalk connector running 
down Hwy 71. It connects Sandpiper Run over to 
BayWalk.

SANDPIPER RUN
This 0.75 mile straightaway runs between 16th 
Street Park and Hwy 71. From this point down to 
Hwy 71, making a left on the Hwy 71 sidewalk, to 
the end of BayWalk at Port St. Joe Marina, and 
back, is 2.5 miles.

CORMORANT LOOP
This scenic 0.3 mile loop crosses the lake 
with bridges.

OSPREY LOOP
At nearly one mile in length this loop runs along 
Garrison Avenue and 22nd Street then moves 
through a scenic, wooded area crossing   
two bridges.

EGRET LANE
A 0.3 mile run starting at the Lamar Faison 
Soccer Fields and ending at the Constitution 
Convention State Museum.

EAGLE LOOP
This section totals 1.5 miles. Twice around Eagle 
Loop is roughly the distance of a 5K road race. 
The park near the soccer fields includes tennis 
courts and picnic pavilions.

HERON RUN
The longest single section of the Port City Trail 
measuring 0.83 miles from its starting point at 
Madison Avenue and running along Garrison 
Avenue out to Gulf Coast State College.
