
EVENT OVERVIEW



The Memorial Cup is the national championship of the 

Canadian Hockey League (CHL), which is the top level of 

junior hockey in Canada (and parts of the US).

The CHL is made up of three regional leagues: 

• Western Hockey League (WHL)

• Ontario Hockey League (OHL)

• Quebec Maritimes Junior Hockey League (QMJHL)

4 teams compete in the Memorial Cup, the three 

league champions plus the host team. 

The teams begin by  playing a round-robin 

tournament followed by semifinals and a final.

There are 8 games in total, with a potential 9th 

tie breaker game.

Memorial Arena – Saturday May 23 | 9:00am – 3:00pm

On Saturday, May 23, more than 200 Grade 5 and younger players from 13 local schools will 

compete in a high-energy tournament inspired by the WHL, OHL, and QMJHL leagues. The 

competition begins with a jamboree on May 8 at three local schools to determine which teams 

advance to the playoffs, culminating in a full day of ball hockey action.

Each participating school will be paired with a WHL, OHL, or QMJHL team, with jerseys featuring the 

league logos, Memorial Cup branding, and sponsor recognition.
