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Space limitations make a complete listing of trails 
impossible. We have tried to mention most of the 

larger trail systems and popular routes in Houghton 
and Keweenaw counties where skiing has been con-

sistently good.

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Ski rentals are available all season at the Downwind Sports storefront 
in downtown Houghton. A wide selection of classic skis, skate skis and 
accessories are ready to rent a day at a time. 

Centrally located in Calumet and a local go-to silent sports shop, 
Cross Country Sports offers daily rentals on classic skis, skate skis and 
Altai Hok skis during the winter season. 

The historic Keweenaw Mountain Lodge features 10 km of groomed 
cross country ski trails and the lodge offers daily rentals during the 
snowy months for Altai Hok skis. 

Home to Mount Baldy, the Helmut and Candis Stern Preserve is also 
home to some of the most expansive views around from the top of 
this high bluff. Expect to be tested by this steep terrain and 9.7 km 
round trip. 

This 8 km out-and-back adventure is the perfect starter trip for 
anyone looking to get off of the beaten path. 

The very tip of the Keweenaw is an awesome sight no matter the 
season. A 24 km down-and-back trip on unplowed roads and 
groomed snowmobile trails makes this an endurance challenge 
for advanced backcountry skiers.

Getting to some of the Keweenaw’s scenic sites, huge vistas and 
hidden waterfalls requires going beyond the trail’s end on a pair of 
cross-country skis. These trails aren’t groomed, so be prepared!

The Chassell Classic Trails are a private trail system maintained 
for the traditional skier. 10 km of trails and a warming hut near 
the trailhead are supported by donations. - chassell.net

Enjoy the wilderness experience of the Northwoods when skiing 
Copper Harbor’s Pathway. 9 km of groomed skiing trails.

These groomed trails in Hancock offer groomed trails for classic skiing 
of about 25 km, plus 16 km of snow bike trail and 9 km of snowshoe 
trail. A chalet is located at the Hancock Driving Park trailhead.

The Boundary Road Trails are a series of regularly groomed trails 
featuring overlooks of the Pilgrim River. The trails are open to the public.

The Eagle Harbor Conservation and Recreation Area is an extensive 
trail system (~16 km) used for cross-country skiing and snowshoeing.

Beautiful ice formations along the shore of Lake Superior attract 
skiers to McLain State Park. The 2 km East Loop and 4 km West Loop 
have no true tracks set, but trail is smoothed as needed.  

Only minutes from Houghton and connected with the Michigan Tech 
Trails, Nara Nature Park offers over 80 km of groomed trails.

3.9 km of groomed cross-country ski trails maintained by volunteers. 
Donations made to the Calumet Township Recreation Fund helps to 
fund equipment and trail mainenance. 

All trails are maintained on a volunteer effort as needed. 9.1 km of 
groomed trail, including the 3.5 km Superior Loop Trail where you 
can enjoy a scenic overlook of the lake. 
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
