Every death inside Southern
California’s county jails is put
under amicroscope. Every cause
of deathis analyzed, every lapse
in services or employee misstep
is scrutinized.

The question then becomes:
What, if anything, can be done in
Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside
and San Bernardino counties to
ensure jail time doesn’t become
adeath sentence?

DAMASCUS, Syria —
President Donald Trump
said Saturday “there will
be very serious retalia-
tion” after two U.S. service
members and one Amer-
ican civilian were killed
in an attack in Syria the
United States blames on  Trump
the Islamic State group.

“This was an ISIS attack against the
U.S., and Syria, in a very dangerous part of
Syria, thatis not fully controlled by them,”
he said in a social media post.

The president told reporters at the

PROVIDENCE, R.I. — A shooter
dressed inblack killed at least two people
and wounded eight others at Brown
University on Saturday during final exams
on the Ivy League campus, authorities
said, as police searched for the suspect.

Officers were hunting through campus
buildings and sifting through trash cans
more than three hours after the shooting
erupted.

The suspect was a male in dark cloth-
ing who was last seen leaving the build-
