COMMUNITIES:

Cabo San Lucas has organic markets where you can find a wide selection 

of locally-grown produce, as well as crafts, jewelry, soaps and tasty treats. 

A stroll around the Saturday organic market in San Jose is a great way to 

learn more about local farmers, sample products found only in Baja Sur, 

and connect with a variety of eco-friendly locals and foreigners.

ENVIRONMENT:

Los Cabos offers conservation trips that allow ecologically-minded visi-

tors a chance to get up close and personal with Baja’s vibrant wildlife. 

Whether it be diving with giant squids, whale watching, or protecting sea 

turtles, each of these conservation expeditions are oriented around edu-

cation and preservation of this delicate ecosystem and are customizable 

for each group.

Each year, turtles make their nest on the same beaches enjoyed by thou-

sands alike. A number of hotels in Los Cabos have special preservation 

programs (some specially funded by the Mexican government) to protect 

the fragile turtle eggs and make sure that once hatched, these babies 

make it safely to sea. Guests of these hotels are often welcomed to help 

lead the newly-hatched turtles to shore and fend off would-be predators.

The certification signals that a beach or marina has 

met a strict set of standards, such as being clean and 

accessible; offers great water quality; meets high 

safety standards; puts commendable effort to protect 

ecosystems and local shorelines.

Visitors

VISA REQUIREMENTS:

All foreigner visitors require a valid passport 

to enter Mexico. The visa policy allows visa-

free entry for citizens of the countries listed 

below:

Andorra, Argentina, Australia, Austria, Bel-

gium, Canada, Chile, Costa Rica, Cyprus, 

Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, 

France, Germany, Greece, Hong Kong, Hunga-

ry, Ireland, Iceland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Latvia, 

Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxemburg, Malta, 

Monaco, Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, 

Poland, Portugal, San Marino, Singapore, Slo-

vakia, Slovenia, South Korea, Spain, Sweden, 

Switzerland, United Kingdom, Uruguay, USA, 

and Venezuela. 

Citizens of these countries can enter Mexico 

without a visa, just by presenting a valid pass-

port and “Migration Form for Tourists, Trans-

migrants, Guest Business Persons or Coun-

selor Visitors”, which can be obtained in travel 

agencies, airlines or at the point of entry into 

Mexico. 

Citizens from other countries require a visa, 

which can be obtained through the Mexican 

Embassy in their country of origin. Children 

traveling alone need a notarized authorization 

from their parents. 

BANKS AND CURRENCY: 

The official unit of currency is the Mexican 

peso (MXN). However, the U.S. dollar (USD) is 

widely accepted. All major Mexican national 

banks are represented here and are usually 

open weekdays from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. 

Many locations have ATMs that accept U.S. 

bank cards, and some ATMs can dispense both 

Mexican pesos and U.S. dollars. Transaction 

fees may be higher 
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ZERO TAX RATE:  

Mexico offers a zero-percent VAT rate for 

conferences, exhibitions and fairs which are 

organized from abroad. That is, when events 

are organized by foreign companies, the VAT 

is not charged for the services specified in the 

tax rules. In 2004 this tax benefit came into 

effect for international congress organizers, 

allowing the application of a 0% tax rate for 

value added tax (VAT) for Congresses, Con-

ventions, Trade Shows and Exhibitions held in 

Mexico.  

REQUIREMENTS: 

hh The event organizing body must be 

based outside Mexico.

hh All deposits and payments related 

to the congress must come from an 

account or credit card with an address 

that is not in Mexico.

hh Proof of legal registration in country of 

origin must be shown.

ELECTRICITY:  
120 volts/60 hertz. Electrical outlets are the 

same as those used in the U.S. 

TRANSPORTATION: 

For transportation, you can rent a car, call a 

taxi or use public transportation. The main 

car rental agencies can be found in Los Cabos 

and vehicles can be pre-booked when arrang-

ing transportation to Los Cabos or at the air-

port and at some hotels.

Taxis offer impeccable service and are avail-

able 24 hours a day from all hotel lobbies. 

They do not use meters, but have set rates 

that are well displayed.

Public transportation offers plenty of bus ser-

vices along the tourist corridor, providing ac-

cess to all Los Cabos locations. Taxis are also 

available at all major tourist attractions.

To call the U.S. from your U.S. cell phone, 

dial 00 + 1 + area code + phone num-

ber.

Los Cabos implemented a 5-point security action 

plan that is working. Since launch, notable progress 

includes:

Created a “Rapid Response Network”: Developed a 

real-time and ongoing communications “Rapid Re-

sponse” network with local hoteliers and businesses 

to encourage information sharing of any suspicious 

activity or reported incidents and to alert appropriate 

authorities and law enforcement. 

Accelerated the Security Surveillance System Expan-

sion: Phase I is currently in progress, onboarding ho-

tel cameras to the destination’s surveillance network. 

Today, security officials have an improved panoramic 

overview of the destination. Phase II will involve the 

installation of 200 new cameras along the corridor 

and in tourist hotspots.

Building a New Marine Base: On schedule to open in 

Q2 2018, the new C3 intelligence center will feature 

state-of-the-art technology, empowering the Mexican 

marines to operate the surveillance system and man-

age emergency hurricane response – the first of its 

kind in Mexico.

Organized a Hotel Security Committee: Working with 

the Hotel Association, the Committee meets bi-weekly 

to address concerns, share best practices and ensure 

security protocols at all area hotels.

Set New Training and Security Protocols: Working 

closely with the U.S. State Department, Los Cabos im-

plemented new security training programs and proto-

cols in area hotels and businesses aligned with OSAC 

(Overseas Security Advisory Council) standards.

Thanks to the geographic location and desert 

climate with very few rains throughout the year, 

the propagation of mosquitoes are less com-

mon. So far in 2018, Baja California Sur has had 

zero cases of Zika in 2018. However, constant 

pest control has been implemented, for precau-

tionary reasons and standard control. The Zika 

virus does not represent a risk in your next visit 

to Los Cabos.
