To help visitors safely experience wine country, Lyft will provide discounted rides to and from wineries located in 

Loudoun’s six clusters.  Use the code VAWINEMONTH20 between 10/9-10/31 to get 20% off two Lyft rides. New 

Lyft riders can get $5 off three rides with code WINEMONTH15. Participating wineries include: Cana Vineyards and 

Winery of Middleburg, Bluemont Vineyard, 868 Estate Vineyards, Sunset Hills Vineyard, Tarara Winery, Willowcroft 

Farm Vineyards.

Nestled between the Blue Ridge Mountains and the Potomac River, Loudoun’s bucolic landscape is 
breathtaking in the Fall. Experience the leaves changing on the vines and on the trees while traveling the 
winding country roads.
