The City of Madison is named after 
James Madison, the fourth U.S. 
President. Many downtown streets 
are named for those who helped 
draft and sign the U.S. Constitution.

Madison is one of only two U.S. 
cities built on an isthmus – a narrow 
strip of land connecting two larger 
pieces of land, with water on 
either side.

The beautiful Thai Pavillion at 
Olbrich Botanical Gardens is 
one of just four located outside 
of Thailand.

Notable people from the Madison 
area include: architect Frank Lloyd 
Wright, artist Georgia O’Keefe, 
comedian Chris Farley, and 
Pleasant Rowland, founder 
of American Girl.

Earth Day was founded in Madison 
in 1970. 

•
Madison’s official bird is the plastic 
pink flamingo, an homage to the 
infamous 1979 prank on Bascom 
Hill. Students filled the hill with over 
1,000 of the birds overnight.
