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Perched on the border between Pike and Wayne counties, 
Hawley is one of many must-visit small towns in the Poconos. 
Hawley’s history dates back to the 1790s when early settlers 
began to harness the powerful current of Paupack Falls (now 
part of the grounds of Ledges Hotel) for manufacturing. 
In the nineteenth century, the arrival of the Delaware and 
Hudson Canal and the Pennsylvania Coal Company gravity 
railroad led to a population boom and the rapid develop-
ment of the town. The success of the railroad opened the 
door for shops, eateries, stores, and lodging facilities. Hawley 
even had a boardwalk, where locals and visitors could walk 
along the water and watch boats as they tied up to the docks. 
At the end of the 1800s, the town experienced setbacks with 
a series of fires and the closure of the canal, but the creation 
of Lake Wallenpaupack in the 1920s soon brought tourists 
to enjoy the beautiful surroundings and many opportunities 
for outdoor recreation.

Most visitors today arrive in Hawley 
along historic Route 6: approaching from 
the south, the first landmark to catch 
your eye will be the Hawley Silk Mill. 
Once home to the first large-scale silk 
factory in Northern Pennsylvania, this 
building was refurbished as a lifestyle 
center in 2011 and now features art 
galleries, dining, entertainment, a fitness 
center, and Lackawanna College. Con-
tinuing onto Main Street, the charming 
and colorful storefronts are home to 
great antique shops and unique places 
to eat, shop, and explore. Venture down 
Church Street to see beautiful churches 
or down Keystone Street to see the Ritz

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Company Playhouse, celebrating over 
40 years of bringing great entertainment 
to the community in the form of live the-
ater productions. For a unique outdoor 
venue, be sure to check out Harmony 
in the Woods, which hosts great music 
performances in the warmer months.

Cross the Lackawaxen River to find 
the Bandstand at Bingham Park. 
Bingham Park comes alive with baseball 
games, playground activities, summer 
picnics, and events like the Hawley 
Farmer’s Market, open on Fridays from 
May through October. Hawley is also 
abuzz during the popular Wally Lake 
Fest, the Hawley Harvest Hoedown 
in the fall, and WinterFest around the 
holidays.

Built with native blue stone and chest-
nut wood, The Settlers Inn stands just 
before the turn toward Honesdale and 
is a beautiful example of arts and crafts 
style architecture inside and out. The 
Inn provides beautiful accommodations, 
farm-to-table menus, and entertainment 
throughout the year and is also one of 
the locations where visitors can take 
advantage of the free Hawley Bike-
Share program. Borrow a bike for the 
day and explore all the town has to offer! 
Can’t get enough of cycling? Departing 
from Hawley, Pennsylvania Rail Bike 
offers unique electric rail biking excur-
sions along the tracks when trains aren’t 
running.

Whether you’re spending time down-
town or enjoying fine dining with a 
waterfall view at Ledges Hotel, there’s 
so much to savor in Hawley.

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Tucked away in the up-
per northeastern corner 
of Pennsylvania, Wayne 
County is home to pastoral 
farms, meandering rivers, 
vibrant small towns, and 
historic railroad ties.

As you drive through the winding back-
roads of Wayne County, it’s impossible 
to miss the region’s picturesque small 
farms. The area has long been known for 
its agricultural roots, and today’s farmers 
proudly carry on the legacy of working 
the land. In Waymart, the Robinson Fam-
ily Farm has been providing the com-
munity with natural beef and nutrient-
dense vegetables for over 100 years. “My 
values always come back to this farm 
and my family,” notes fourth-generation 
owner Zack Jones, who also works for the 
Wayne Conservation District, helping 
to ensure that farms throughout the 
region maintain good soil nutrients and 
clean water.

The menu at Here & Now Brewing 
Company located on Main Street in 
Honesdale is constantly inspired by the 
region’s surroundings and features lo-
cally-sources ingredients. Fresh produce 
shines every Saturday as farmers bring 

their green goodness to The Main 
Street Farmers Market at The Cooper-
age Project. For over a decade, “The 
Coop” has provided the community with 
fresh flavors and fresh ideas, serving as a 
hub for local programming and classes 
of all kinds.

Just next door, the Wayne County 
Historical Society and train station are 
both hubs in their own right.  Known as 
the “Birthplace of the American Rail-
road,” Honesdale welcomed the first 
steam locomotive to run on commercial 
tracks in the United States in August 
1829. A full-size, 1920s replica of the 
“Stourbridge Lion” is on display in the 
museum, which is one of the stops along 
the new interactive digital Pocono His-
tory and Art Trail. Train enthusiasts can 
also hop aboard The Stourbridge Line 
for rail excursions throughout the year. 
The vintage railroad coaches follow the 
bends of the beautiful Lackawaxen River, 
connecting the small towns of Hones-
dale and Hawley.

A train journey isn’t the only way to 
experience the magic of the Lackawaxen 
River; new development of the Lacka-
waxen River Trails is bringing three 
additional river access points in Hones-
dale, Indian Orchard, and White Mills for 
anglers and boaters, complete with ADA 
parking. Follow the Lackawaxen River 

to White Mills to explore the trails at the 
600-acre Dorflinger-Suydam Wildlife 
Sanctuary, where the Wildflower Music 
Festival takes place very summer. Exqui-
site crystal pieces that have graced the 
White House table were once created in 
White Mills: plan a visit to the Dorflinger 
Factory Museum and the Dorflinger 
Glass Museum to learn more about this 
local legacy.

For those looking to truly soak in the se-
renity of Wayne County’s bucolic beauty, 
a visit to the Himalayan Institute is in 
order. For over fifty years, this medita-
tion retreat and yoga center has invited 
guests to take time away from every-
day distractions to find inner balance 
and connect with nature. Hidden away 
on the Institute grounds in a quaint, 
refurbished barn is Moka Origins, a cof-
fee roastery and chocolate factory that 
specializes in ethically-sourced, lovingly-
crafted beans and chocolate bars.

Whether you’re sampling fresh flavors, 
paddling along the river, riding on the 
train, walking downtown, or exploring 
the fields of local farms, there’s so much 
to discover in Wayne County. Scan the 
QR code above to browse even more 
attractions, restaurants, shops, and more 
throughout the area.

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Stretching from the banks of 
the Delaware River to sprawl-
ing Lake Wallenpaupack, 
Pike County boasts not one 
but two National Historic 
Landmarks within its county 
lines. From rich cultural 
heritage to nature’s grandeur 
to exciting events, there’s so 
much to experience.

Atlantic Magazine once described the 
town of Milford as the “prettiest county 
seat in America,” and the charming, 
storybook streets have been designated 
a National Historic District. The Milford 
Hospitality Group is dedicated to 
preserving landmark properties around 
town, from technology upgrades at the 
Milford Theater and Performing Arts 
Center to revamped accommodations 
at the Tom Quick Inn. The latest venue 
added to its roster is Forest Hall, which 
hosts pop-up exhibitions and commu-
nity events and houses a great variety of 
shops including Milford Wine & Cheese.

Built in 1904 to house classrooms for Yale 
University’s Forest School, Forest Hall is 
part of the legacy that the Pinchot family 
left on Milford. Grey Towers National 
Historic Landmark, located in the hills 

just above town, was once the Pinchot’s 
summer home. In the early twentieth 
century, Gifford Pinchot pioneered 
the idea of sustainable harvesting of 
natural resources and became the first 
head of the U.S. Forest Service under 
Teddy Roosevelt. When President John 
F. Kennedy dedicated Grey Towers as a 
National Historic Site in 1963, he referred 
to Pinchot as the “Father of the Conser-
vation Movement.” Guided mansion 
tours are available on select dates, but 
the grounds are open for self-guided 
tours from sunrise to sunset, year-round, 
seven days a week. Pinchot planted an 
impressive array of trees on his property 
in the 1920s, and he once remarked, 
“By George, I wish I could come back 
100 years from now and see my trees.” 
Don’t miss the chance to marvel at the 
magnificent Copper Beeches, Japanese 
Maple, Sakhalin Spruce and more that 
Pinchot dreamed of seeing!

Sign up for the Pocono History and Art 
Trail, a free digital pass, to discover more 
about the region’s rich past then take a 
look at our events calendar to discover 
what’s happening in the present! Visitors 
love the Milford Music Festival in June, 
the Milford Writers & Readers Festival 
in September, and the Black Bear Film 
Festival in October, just to name a few 
fun happenings. Located in Pike County 
within Delaware Water Gap National 

Recreation Area, the Pocono Environ-
mental Education Center hosts great 
events, guided hikes, and educational 
workshops throughout the year.

Whether you’re enjoying a seasonal fes-
tival or strolling through historic streets, 
you’re never far from natural beauty in 
Pike County. One third of the county is 
made up of state or federal park or game 
land, offering plenty of opportunities for 
hiking along scenic trails. Raymondskill 
Falls, the tallest waterfall in Pennsylvania, 
is located just three miles from down-
town Milford. The Delaware River is also 
near at hand, and Pike County’s second 
National Historic Landmark, the Roe-
bling Aqueduct Bridge, is located along 
the Upper Delaware in Lackawaxen. 
Built in the heyday of the Delaware & 
Hudson Canal by the same engineer who 
later designed the Brooklyn Bridge, this 
structure, also a National Civil Engineer-
ing Landmark, is the oldest existing 
wire suspension bridge in the U.S. and 
another stop along the Pocono History 
and Art Trail.

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Vacationers come from far and wide to enjoy the inspiring 
natural beauty and rich history of the Pocono Mountains, 
but the warmth and strength of communities throughout 
Wayne, Pike, Monroe, and Carbon counties are what truly 
make the Poconos such a wonderful place to visit again 
and again.

Since 2022, the Pocono Mountains Visitors 
Bureau (PMVB) has awarded more than 
$1.4 million dollars to a total of 156 differ-
ent regional projects through the PMVB 
Community Impact Grant, with the goal of 
enhancing the quality of life for residents 
and visitors alike. From beautifying bor-

oughs to restoring historic landmarks, grant 
funding has provided a financial boost for 
a wide variety of initiatives. “Tourism is the 
number one industry in the Poconos, and 
the PMVB is passionate about giving back 
to the communities that host our 30 million 
annual visitors,” said Chris Barrett, President 
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Bureau. “This grant program benefits not 
just tourists, but everyone who calls our 
region home.”

In Honesdale, a mobile stage was pur-
chased to serve concerts and events in 
Central Park like the popular Roots & 
Rhythm Music & Arts Festival which takes 
place every summer. A hub of festival activ-
ity in Downtown Stroudsburg, Courthouse 
Square also received an upgrade through 
the grant: thousands of event attendees 
are now protected by safety bollards in the 
streets. The popular Snowmen of Strouds-
burg that pop up around town every 
winter have been bolstered and expanded 
through the grant, and seasonal planters 
have been added along Main Street. 

As you stroll through the heart of down-
town Milford, you may notice twelve 
custom trash cans with a beautiful design 
of gracefully curving tree branches. These 
works were created by a local architect, 
with the arboreal motif honoring the local 
legacy of Gifford Pinchot, known as the 
Father of the American Conservation Move-
ment, and they aren’t the only instance 
of PMVB grant funding at work in Milford. 
The town’s historic former county jail and 
courthouse, originally built in 1814, houses 
borough offices and the police department 
and now boasts the addition of historically 
accurate shutters.  “It’s one of the most 
treasured buildings in the borough, one of 
the oldest, so I think preserving it is really 
important,” shared Yana Thatcher, Board 
Member of the Milford Enhancement com-
mittee.

Along Route 903 in the town of Jim Thorpe, 
the Jim Thorpe Memorial received park-
ing upgrades, allowing easier access to the 
mausoleum of the town’s namesake and fa-
mous Native American athlete Jim Thorpe. 
“There’s so much information there about 
grandpa and so much that people want 
to learn about him,” shared John Thorpe, 
grandson of the legendary Olympian, in an 
interview with Pocono Television Network. 
Another museum in Carbon County, the 
No. 9 Coal Mine and Museum in Lansford 
was able to add an ADA accessible door 
and ceiling fans to enhance the experience 
of guests visiting the oldest continuously 
operated deep anthracite coal mine as they 
learn more about the legacy of the indus-
trial revolution in the area.

In Wayne County, the Waymart Histori-
cal Society and Museum received grant 
funding for a platform so that guests can 
access a restored, open-air gravity railcar. 

The museum is housed in the last surviv-
ing Delaware & Hudson Gravity Railroad 
Depot and provides a glimpse at tourism 
of the past. “People came from all over, from 
Scranton, from Wilkes-Barre, to ride on this 
passenger car, because it was the new tech-
nology of those days,” shared Jane Varcoe, 
the society’s president. “I drive by multiple 
times a day, and there’s always people, 
climbing up here, getting on the car, seeing 
how neat it is.”

Brand new museums in the area have also 
received a lift through the grant. Retired 
Sergeant Major Claudette Williams founded 
the Women Veterans Museum in Mount 
Pocono in 2023. The exhibits house artifacts 
dating back to 1934, with uniforms, back-
packs, books, and photos telling the story 
of local women who have served.  Funding 
from the PMVB grant provided flagpoles, 
lighting, display cases, and a statue honor-
ing fallen soldiers. Elsewhere in Monroe 
County, the Middle Smithfield Township 
Community and Cultural Center, located 
near the entrance to DWGNRA, added 
digital signs, and TLC Park in Pocono Town-
ship added playground equipment with 
funding from the grant.

The PMVB Community Impact Grant isn’t 
the only program aimed at giving back and 
making the Pocono Mountains region a 
better and brighter place to live in: the Pick 
Up the Poconos program is also geared to-
wards good stewardship of the destination, 
promoting efforts to make public areas 
a little cleaner and greener. Thousands 
of volunteers from all four counties have 
gathered for ten “Pick Up the Poconos” 
days since the program’s start in 2018. Over 
45,000 bags of litter have been picked up 
and properly disposed of through various 
Pick Up the Poconos campaigns, which 
stretch beyond the clean-up days to pro-
grams like Pocono 3C. Formed in June 2019, 
the Pocono Community Caring Company, 
also known as Pocono 3C, was created in 
partnership with the Pocono Mountains 
United Way, RHD’s Street2Feet Outreach 
Center and the Monroe County Munici-
pal Waste Management Authority. The 
program is designed to give persons who 
are homeless, or in danger of becoming 
homeless, a job and case work to help 
them get back up on their feet. To date, 
more than 30 participants have obtained 
housing, a vehicle, and/or a permanent job 
through participation in Pocono 3C.

Visit one of our parks, such as Mauch 
Chunk Lake Park or Tobyhanna State Park, 
to launch your own boat year-round from 
dawn until dusk.

Pay lakes like Paradise Trout Preserve in 
Cresco and Big Brown Fish & Pay Lakes in 
Effort do not require a fishing license, while 
public waters and state parks, like Promised 
Land State Park, do require a license by PA 
Fish and Boat Commission laws. Numerous 
options, including one, three and seven-day 
tourist permits, are available for visitors.

Statewide trout fishing season begins April 5, 
2025. Guided fishing trips are available from 
outfitters like Captain Joe’s Fishing & Water-
man Services, operated out of Lake Har-
mony, and Pocono Fly Fishing in Jim Thorpe.

Before you head out on your camping trip, 
keep in mind these tips to help us care for 
the local landscape:

•  Camp only on existing or designated camp-
sites to avoid damaging vegetation. Allow 
yourself plenty of time to find a campsite in 
areas that do not require a reservation and 
plan ahead for those that do.

•  Use a camp stove for cooking. Stoves are 
easier to cook on and create less impact than 
a fire. Always check fire restrictions and con-
ditions before having a fire. If you are allowed 
to have a campfire, use existing fire rings to 
protect the ground from heat.

•  Never burn trash, including food scraps. 
Burning trash attracts wildlife and releases 
harmful chemicals into the air. Instead, pack 
out everything you pack in. Put litter, even 
crumbs, peels and cores, in garbage bags and 
carry it home. Trash, including food waste, is 
unhealthy for wildlife and can take years to 
decompose.

•  Never feed wildlife. Human food is 
unhealthy for all wildlife and feeding it 
can cause it to become a nuisance or even 
aggressive. Protect wildlife and your food by 
securely storing your meals and trash.

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The western gateway to the 
Poconos region, Carbon 
County is home to historic 
Jim Thorpe, the “Switzerland 
of America.” Offering both 
the charms of a European 
village and the thrills of a 
mountain sports destina-
tion, this Victorian town 
and the surrounding area 
are a favorite destination 
for visitors from around 
the world.

Once known as Mauch Chunk, Jim 
Thorpe has a history stretching back 
over 200 years and was home to over 
a dozen industrialist millionaires in the 
19th century. But Jim Thorpe is only the 
beginning when it comes to happening 
small towns in Carbon County. Lehigh-
ton is only a stone’s throw away and has 
unique downtown businesses and shops, 
easy access to the D&L Trail, plus plenti-
ful free parking. In Colonel Jacob Weiss 
Park, the Lehighton Downtown Farmers 
Market welcomes area growers, makers, 
and sellers on select Saturdays. Take a 
stroll along Lehighton’s First Street to dis-
cover great shops and businesses includ-

ing delicious food and a vintage 1930s 
atmosphere at Bonnie & Clyde Pub and 
Grill and throwback treasures at Anthra-
cite Vintage Mercantile & Auctions just 
down Main Lane.

Head to the hills of Carbon County to 
find seasonal outdoor festivals celebrat-
ing sunflowers, pumpkins, and Christmas 
trees at Walker’s Tree Farm and Yenser’s 
Tree Farm. For rainy days, Bear Mountain 
Butterfly Sanctuary is perfect for the 
whole family to experience the wonder of 
live butterflies and exotic creatures, while 
Archery Addictions offers the chance 
to get in some target practice or take a 
lesson.

Just west of Jim Thorpe and Lehighton, 
beyond Mauch Chunk Lake Park, is the 
small town of Lansford. Once used to 
transport coal out of the region, Lansford’s 
historic freight train station is over 100 
years old and undergoing a major revi-
talization. Anthracite coal played a major 
role in the history of Carbon County, and 
at the No. 9 Coal Mine & Museum in 
Lansford, you can hop in a mine car and 
travel 1,600 feet into the mountain for a 
first-person glimpse of the past. For over 
a decade, the No. 9 Museum has been 
celebrating the Annual Coal Miner’s 
Heritage Festival every summer, a 
unique, fun, and educational event perfect 
for a family day out.

Mining in Carbon County was discontin-
ued in the 20th century, and today local 
businesses seek to develop and expand 
in a responsible way, focusing on protect-
ing natural resources. The Carbon County 
Nature and Commerce Committee 
encourages the rehabilitation of historic 
buildings and emphasizes the importance 
of clean water for both locals and visitors. 
Whitewater rafting along the Lehigh River 
and hiking and biking in Lehigh Gorge 
State Park are major draws in Carbon 
County, but the outdoor adventure 
doesn’t stop there.

Nearby ski slopes like Jack Frost Moun-
tain, Big Boulder Ski Area, and Blue 
Mountain Resort are a haven for skiers, 
snowboarders, and snow tubers every 
winter. Enjoy all four seasons at Blue 
Mountain Resort with their scenic sum-
mer chairlift rides, incredible mountain 
biking, high ropes course and zipline at 
the Summit Adventure Park, fresh dining 
at the Slopeside Pub and Grill, beautiful 
venues for group events and weddings, 
and more.
