our properties. As the year has progressed, so
too have the accomplishments of Port tenants,
carriers, service providers, customers and
other valued partners. This year is one for the
record books.

Our responsibilities at Port Everglades are
multifaceted. Managing multiple priorities

is what we do best — all in the interests of
bringing more to the people of Broward County
and our region — more jobs and economic
benefits, more collaboration and sustainable
practices, more diversity and inclusion. We are
never too busy to align our day-to-day business with the values of
our community.

One thing the community wants is affordable goods delivered

at the lowest possible prices. Port Everglades helps do that. As

a hub for all things containerized, including import consumer
goods from around the world and exporting a diverse slate of
commodities from produce to automobiles, the Port handled more
than one million 20-foot equivalent containers (TEUs) last year.

Imports and exports support local jobs. So do the more than

113 million barrels of petroleum and other energy related cargo
that flows through the Port each year. We continue to fine-tune
contingency and preparedness plans to maintain a seamless flow
of these products.

As one of the world's top three cruise homeports, Port Everglades
welcomes a variety of world-class cruise lines. On a big day, some
50,000 passengers pass through the Port. The economy celebrates,
especially when many of our cruisers stop to enjoy South Florida's

tourism draws on the way to or from their cruise
vacation.

Port Everglades has many other claims to fame,
including a celebrated public art program.

We are also the top Florida port for export
containers and temperature-controlled cargoes.
Almost every type of cargo is flourishing — the Port
registered a roughly 10 percent growth in 2021
over 2020, and 2022 set even more records.

Ongoing growth in business is welcomed with

open arms and ready facilities. Every day we

are improving, upgrading and building sound

and sustainable new assets to move more
business efficiently and cost-effectively.

One project that opened for business this year is the Southport
Turning Notch Extension — at $471 million our largest capital
project ever. It will help us increase capacity by up to 730,000
confainers per year.

Other key projects include a higher capacity energy product slip
to serve larger and more efficient vessels, a deeper and wider
main channel o accommodate larger vessels, a completely
upgraded Cruise Terminal 4 for Disney Cruise Line, and three
additional new super post-Panamax container cranes set to arrive

in 2023.

Of course, each and every one of these projects are designed
to enhance business for our valued customers and Florida's
incomparable maritime community. Port Everglades does
everything it can to ease the way, but our customers, labor force
and other partners are the ones who make our Port what it is
today — a very proud part of the community, guiding rapid
growth in trade and tourism to build on Broward County’s
momentum for a bright future. Il

Continuamos exhibiendo
nuevos servicios y adelantos logisticos, conectividad
de vanguardia y las utilizaciones éptimas y de alta
calidad de nuestras propiedades. A medida que ha progresado
el afio, también han avanzado los logros de los arrendatarios,
compaiiias de transporte, proveedores de servicios, clientes
y otros preciados socios del Puerto. Este afio se merece una
marca en los libros de récords.

Nuestras responsabilidades en Port Everglades son
multifacéticas. La administracién de mdltiples prioridades es
nuestra mejor labor — todo con el fin de traerles més a la
gente del Condado de Broward y de nuestra regién — mds
empleos y beneficios econémicos, més colaboracién y précticas
de sostenibilidad, mas diversidad e inclusién.

Una de las cosas que desea la comunidad es bienes de
consumo a precios asequibles entregados a los precios mds
bajos posibles. Port Everglades ayuda a hacer ese deseo
realidad. Como una central de todas las cosas transportadas
en contenedores de carga, incluyendo bienes de consumo
importados de todas partes del mundo y la exportacién de
una gama diversa de productos que abarca desde frutas y
vegetales hasta automéviles, el afio pasado el Puerto procesé
mds de un millén de contenedores de carga equivalentes a

20-pies (TEUs).

Las importaciones y exportaciones cimentan la base para
empleos locales. Del mismo modo lo hacen 113 millones de
barriles de petréleo y otros cargamentos de hidrocarburos y
derivados del petréleo que transitan por el Puerto cada afio.
Continuamos optimizando nuestros planes de contingencia y
preparacién para mantener un flujo integro de estos productos.

Como uno de los tres puertos de origen de cruceros principales
del mundo, Port Everglades le extiende la bienvenida a una
variedad de lineas de cruceros de primera clase. En un dia
ajetreado, unos 50.000 pasajeros transitan por el Puerto.

La economia lo celebra, especialmente cuando muchos de
nuestros cruceros hacen parada para disfrutar de atracciones
turisticas del Sur de Florida en el camino de ida o regreso de
sus vacaciones de crucero.

Port Everglades tiene muchas ofras cosas que lo destacan,
incluyendo un programa de arte pdblico laureado.

También somos el principal Puerto de Florida para contenedores
de carga de exportacién y cargamentos de temperatura
controlada. Casi todos los tipos de carga estdn prosperando

— el Puerto registré un crecimiento de aproximadamente un 10
por ciento mayor al de 2020 en 2021, y 2022 establecerd
més récords.

El continuo crecimiento de negocios es bienvenido con los
brazos abiertos e instalaciones listas. Todos los dias seguimos
mejorando, renovando y edificando nuevos proyectos sensatos
y sostenibles para incentivar més comercio de una manera
eficaz y rentable.

Un proyecto inaugurado este afio es la Extensién de la Muesca
de Giro de Southport (el drea donde los grandes barcos dan
la vuelta para cambiar de direccién) — que a un costo de $471
millones ha sido nuestro proyecto de inversién de capital mas
grande hasta la fecha. Nos ayudard a aumentar capacidad en
hasta 730.000 contenedores por afio.

Otros proyectos clave incluyen una muelles de embarque de
productos de energia con mayor capacidad para prestarle
servicios a navios de mayor envergadura y més eficiente, un
canal principal méds profundo y ancho para acomodar navios
mds grandes, una Terminal de Cruceros 4 totalmente actualizada
para Disney Cruise Line, la linea de cruceros de Disney, y tres
nuevas grias adicionales de contenedores de carga siper post-
Panamax son previsto que llegue en 2023.

Por supuesto, cada uno de estos proyectos ha sido disefiado
para incrementar los negocios para nuestros preciados
clientes y la comunidad maritima incomparable de Florida.
Port Everglades hace todo lo que estd a su alcance para
abrir el camino, pero nuestros clientes, mano de obra y
otros socios son los que hacen nuestro Puerto lo que es hoy
— una parte muy orgullosa de la comunidad, orientando el
crecimiento veloz en las dreas de comercio y turismo para
seguir edificando nuestro porvenir sobre el impulso comercial
del Condado de Broward y cimentando un brillante futuro
para todos.

rowth is on every agenda. Port Everglades is proud to

be the work horse for so much positive change. With
consumer demand in South Florida booming and not likely
to slow any time soon, an import container bonanza has
been triggered. And the fact that demand for many Florida and
US-made products is simultaneously cresting, as international buyers
play catch-up after the pandemic years, means that long-term growth
prospects at Port Everglades appear certain.

And it isn't just containerized consumer products that are on the
rise. The Port's traditional energy throughput, numbering some
15 million tons of primarily petroleum and related products last
year, remains steady, and renewable fuel potential is growing
in lockstep with national and regional commitments to reduce
carbon footprints.

In the tourism sector, cruise ships have returned, and passenger
counts are rebounding. Select dry bulk, breakbulk and roll on/
roll off cargoes, such as personal vehicles, are skyrocketing.
New cargoes, such as super-sacks of cement and rice are also
boosting cargo tonnages.

New and expanded cargo services are launching new trade
lane opportunities which are beginning to realize their potential,
bringing opportunity and expanding global reach for both
importers and exporters from South Florida, and further afield.

While 2022 may be punctuated by continuing supply chain
disruption issues in some markets, Port Everglades has seen no
ill effects, and is gaining recognition as an alternative solution.
The Port takes pride in its productivity and anticipates continued
growth in multiple commodities.

Benefits by the Numbers

The Port is addressing many converging supply chain shifts
and opportunities while managing a considerable infrastructure
improvement program. It is no small task, but it is a profoundly
important one: economic benefits generated annually include
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$30.5 billion in total economic activity, $1.1 billion in taxes
paid, 7,013 direct port jobs and another 199,242 Floridians
with well-paying jobs supported by the Port.

Existing and new cargo shipping services, cruise lines, and cargo
commodities are the heart and soul of the Port and drive South
Florida’s economy. So, to keep them rolling in, the Port plans to
invest up to $3 billion over the next 20 years in Port infrastructure
to support Port users.

Capital Ideas

The capital plan spans all lines of port business. Guided to date
by an existing 20-Year Master/Vision Plan and a pandemic-
inspired 2021-2023 Economic Strategic Business Plan, major
investments are moving full-speed ahead with improvements for
capacity, efficiency, flexibility, integration and the environment.

Together, the infrastructure projects are intended to solidify Port
Everglades as a global leader, drive the region’s economic
vitality and provide the highest possible levels of service, safety,
environmental stewardship, and community accountability.

Some of the elements of the capital campaign have come online
earlier than originally planned, as select projects were accelerated
during periods of lighter vessel traffic during the pandemic.

The CenterPoint Port Everglades International Logistics

Center was unveiled in 2021 and is part of Foreign-Trade
Zone No. 25. Seagis Property Group expects to open a
200,000-square-foot warehouse facility just outside the

Port's main gate in late 2023, and Bridge Development has
announced plans for a 170,892-square-foot logistics center on
Seventh Ave. to open in 2024. And more developments are in
the works.

In addition to the financial commitment to the Port, private
industry continues to invest in the future...heavily. As the Port's
cargo volumes and business expand, so does the need for more
connectivity, equipment and yard assets, warehousing, storage
and cross-load facilities.

Master/Vision Plan Update

To tie together the Port's tremendous investments, and ensure future
plans align with industry opportunities and Port goals given this
era of unprecedented global trade and transportation change,
Port Everglades is set to begin an update o its 20-Year Master/
Vision Plan. The level of dynamism in the global economy, coupled
with rapidly changing consumer and industrial demand scenarios,
will greatly impact the new plan. There is a good chance certain
long-term project developments will be accelerated. Investment
opportunities will undoubtedly emerge. New capital will be an
important theme, including private-public partnerships, grants, and
innovative, more forward-thinking tenant and terminal agreements.
The Port requires more options and more creativity than ever
before in its capital planning processes.

Powering the Future

The Port is working fo prepare a Port Electrification Plan to be
completed by second quarter 2023. While a net-zero carbon

plan may eventually guide Port operations, in the meantime plans
are evolving to first infroduce electric pool cars. The Port has
already installed charging stations. Florida Power & Light (FPL) will
collaboratively determine the best way to bring shore power to eight
cruise terminals simultaneously, which will include the installation of
a new power substation to support these enhancements.

TOP PROJECTS

Southport Turning Notch: The $471 million Southport
project is the Port's largest project ever. It lengthens the
turning notch from 900 to 2,400 feet, enabling the
development of five new berths, eventually increasing
container capacity by 730,000 TEUs while the new berths
are already active. Completion is scheduled for mid-2023.

Slip 1: Port Everglades offloads more than 113 million
gallons of petroleum products each day. The Slip 1
rehabilitation project will relocate a structural bulkhead and
widen the slip to 450 feet. The reward will be the ability to
accommodate significantly larger, more economical vessels.
The petroleum industry is making a substantial investment in
front-end manifold and piping improvements in this textbook
public-private partnership.

Channel Deepening and Widening: Expected to
begin in 2024, the project will take channel depth from 42
feet to 48-50 feet. Sections will be widened as well, helping

the Port continue fo accommodate some of the world's largest

vessels.

These are just the beginning. The Port Electrification Plan will align
port resources and operations with electrical supply, opportunities
and core values. The goal is to set forth an achievable path to
boost decarbonization, for the sake of the future.

Seeking Stakeholder Prosperity
and Port Sustainability

Port Everglades will prosper, continuing to innovate, diversify,
invest and collaborate with trade and travel partners and
stakeholders. In a nutshell, the Port aims to maintain and
strengthen interactions with existing customers to help grow
their businesses, while identifying and attracting new and
complimentary opportunities.

It is working creatively and competitively to generate economic,
social and environmental value for the community.

Strengthening the Port's business case, for cruise, cargo

and other lines of business, requires best-in-class customer
service, exceptional logistics and transportation connectivity,
as well as intangibles like ensuring Port Everglades is simply
a good place to do business. Providing all these is mission
critical. The Port will continue to leverage its position as one
of America’s top cargo ports and world leader in cruise.
Success is the only option. Il

1-595 Flyover: For efficiency and safety, traffic
management is always a priority for a growing Port.

In addition fo new tech assets to allow real-time traffic
monitoring, an I-595 flyover will soon improve access from
the I-595 overpass into the Port, and another flyover off
Mclntosh Road will expedite movements onto 1-595. Easy in.
Easy out.

Cruise Terminal 4: A rehabilitation is underway

to prepare Cruise Terminal 4 for Disney Cruise Line.
Construction will begin in the fall of 2022 with a one-year
build to make Port Everglades Disney’s second official
homeport.

New Cranes: Three delivered, three more to go. The
Port's new Super Post-Panamax gantry cranes, specially
designed to respect nearby airspace requirements, reach 22
containers across and 8 high, and lift 65 tons. In a parallel
investment, the lift capacity of existing cranes in Southport
will be upgraded fo 65 fons, allowing double lifts. All told,
$135 million is being spent on this portwide container crane
strategy. With these and other improvements, the Port's
container capacity will jump from 1.1 to 2 million TEUs.

estd orgulloso de ser el caballo de batalla para

tantos cambios positivos.Con la creciente demanda

de consumidores en Florida del Sur sin probabilidad de
rezagarse en el futuro cercano, se ha activado una bonanza
de contenedores de importacién. Y el hecho que la demanda
para muchos productos hechos en Florida y Estados Unidos
estd creciendo simultdneamente, a medida que compradores
internacionales tratan de ponerse al dia después de los afios de
la pandemia, significa que los prospectos de crecimiento a largo
plazo en Port Everglades lucen certeros.

Y no son solamente los productos de consumo en contenedores
de carga que estdn al alza. Sigue existiendo un crecimiento

en los niveles de procesamiento de productos de energia
tradicional en el Puerto, con el procesamiento de un total de
aproximadamente15 millones de toneladas primordialmente

de petréleo y productos relacionados el afio pasado, y el
potencial de combustible renovable que crece en unisono con
los compromisos nacionales y regionales de reducir los impactos
ecoldgicos.

En el sector del turismo, los barcos de cruceros han regresado,
y los conteos de pasajeros estdn en aumento. Cargamentos

en bulto secos, generales y en ruedas, tales como vehiculos
personales, estén aumentando repentinamente. Nuevos
cargamentos, tales como siper-sacos de cemento y de arroz
también estdn contribuyendo al alza de los volomenes de carga.

Los nuevos y ampliados servicios de carga estdn sirviendo de
impulso para nuevas oportunidades de negocios en las rutas
comerciales las cuales estdn comenzando a realizar su potencial,
trayendo oportunidades y extendiendo el alcance global para los
importadores y exportadores de Florida del Sur, y de regiones
mds adentro.

Mientras que 2022 puede ser marcado por una continua
interrupcién de las cadenas de abastecimiento en algunos
mercados, Port Everglades no ha visto ningin mal efecto, y esta
en auge de reconocimiento como una solucién alternativa. El
Puerto se orgullece de su productividad y anticipa crecimiento
continuo en el procesamiento de diversos materiales y bienes de
consumo.

Cantidad de Beneficios Punto por Punto
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El Puerto estd tratando con muchos movimientos y oportunidades
convergentes en la cadena de abastecimiento a medida que
administra un programa de magnitud considerable de mejoras
de infraestructura. No es una tarea venial, pero si es una tarea
de profunda importancia: los beneficios econémicos generados
de dicha tarea incluyen $30.5 mil millones al afio en actividad
econdmica total, $1.1 mil millones en impuestos pagados, 7.013
empleos portuarios directos y ofros 199.242 residentes de
Florida con empleos de buena paga apoyados por el Puerto.

Los servicios existentes y nuevos de envio de carga, lineas de
cruceros, y cargamentos de materiales y bienes de consumo
son el corazén y el alma del Puerto y sirven de impulso para

la economia de Florida del Sur. Por lo tanto, para seguir
incrementando el flujo de dichos servicios, el Puerto planea
invertir un total de hasta $3 mil millones en el transcurso de

los siguientes 20 afios en renovaciones a la infraestructura del
Puerto para extenderles nuestro apoyo a los usuarios del Puerto.

Ideas de Capital

El plan de inversiones capital se extiende a todas las lineas

de negocios conducidos en el Puerto. Guiado hasta el dia

de hoy por un Plan Maestro/de Visién a 20 Afios y un Plan
de Negocios de Estrategias Econémicas para 2021-2023,
inspirado por la pandemia, el plan de inversiones de capital
se encuentra avanzando a toda velocidad con implementacién
de mejoras de capacidad, eficacia, flexibilidad, integracién y
medioambientales.

En conjunto, los proyectos de infraestructura estén disefiados
para solidificar Port Everglades como un lider global, darle
impulso a la vitalidad econémica de la regién y proporcionar los
niveles mds altos posibles de servicio, seguridad, administracién
medioambiental, y responsabilidad hacia el bienestar de la
comunidad.

Algunos de los elementos de la campafia de inversiones de
capital han sido implementados antes de lo que se anticipaba
originalmente, en la medida que ciertos proyectos selectos fueron
acelerados durante periodos en los que existié un tréfico més
ligero de navios durante el tiempo de la pandemia.

El Centro Internacional de Logistica CenterPoint, de Port
Everglades, fue inaugurado en 2021 y es parte de la Zona de
Comercio Internacional No. 25. La empresa Seagis Property
Group espera abrir unas instalaciones de almacenamiento de

200.000 pies cuadrados a la salida
del portén de entrada principal

del Puerto para finales de 2023, y

la compafiia Bridge Development

ha anunciado planes para la
construccién de un centro de logistica
de 170.892 pies cuadrados en
Seventh Ave., a ser inaugurado en
2024. Y més desarrollos estan siendo
planificados.

Ademéds del compromiso financiero
que tiene con el Puerto, la industria
privada continda invirtiendo

en el futuro... a gran escala. A
medida que los volimenes de

carga y negocios del Puerto se van
ampliando, asi también se amplia

la necesidad de mayores niveles de
conectividad, equipos y herramientas
para las dreas de operaciones,
almacenamiento, abastecimiento e instalaciones de distribucién
de cargamentos.

Actualizacién del Plan Maestro/de Vision

Para enlazar las tremendas inversiones del Puerto y cerciorarnos
que los planes futuros estén alineados con las oportunidades de
la industria y las metas del Puerto, dada esta era de cambios
sin precedentes en las actividades comerciales y de transporte

a nivel global, Port Everglades estd listo para comenzar

una actualizacién de su Plan Maestro/de Visién a 20 Afios.

El nivel de dinamismo en la economia global, en conjunto

con panoramas de répidos cambios en la demanda de los
consumidores e industrias, tendrdn un gran impacto en el nuevo
plan. Existe un buen chance que ciertos desarrollos del proyecto
a largo plazo serdn acelerados. Las oportunidades de inversién
indudablemente serén emergentes. El nuevo capital serd un tema
importante, incluyendo sociedades, concesiones y acuerdos
innovadores entre el sector piblico y el sector privado, y
acuerdos con arrendatarios y terminales centrados en una visién
orientada hacia las posibilidades del futuro. El Puerto requiere
de mds opciones y mds creatividad que nunca en sus procesos
de proyeccién de inversiones de capital.

Conectando el Futuro

El Puerto estd laborando para preparar un Plan de Electrificacién
del Puerto a ser terminado para el segundo trimestre de

2023. Mientras que un plan de emisiones de carbén neutras
eventualmente podria orientar las operaciones del Puerto,

en el entretanto se estdn desarrollando planes para como

primer paso introducir una flota de vehiculos eléctricos. El

Puerto ya ha instalado estaciones de recarga. Florida Power

& Light (FPL) en colaboracién determinard la mejor manera

de traer energia eléctrica desde la orilla a ocho terminales de

cruceros simultdneamente, lo cual incluird la instalacién de una
nueva subestacién de corriente eléctrica en soporte de estas
renovaciones.

Estas son solo el principio. El Plan de Electrificacién del
Puerto alineard los recursos y operaciones del Puerto con el
abastecimiento de energia eléctrica, oportunidades y valores
bdsicos. La meta es establecer una trayectoria realizable para
estimular la descarbonizacién, para el bienestar del futuro.

E Port Everglades. Those ships move approximately 24 tons of
cargo annually.

The ships carry containers as well as petroleum products, cement

and other bulk commodities, vehicles, yachts and breakbulk cargo

such as steel rebar and beams. If there is strength in diversity, then

Port Everglades is a powerhouse port.

In Growth Mode

Longest Container Ship: In December 2021, Port Everglades
welcomed the longest container ship to ever call the Port, MSC's
1,114fo0tlong Kotor Bay.

Largest Container Ship: The Port call on June 2, 2022, by
MSC's Cape Sounio made history — the largest container ship to
berth at Port Everglades. At 112,836 gross tons, and 11,037
TEUs (twenty-foot equivalents units, the industry’s measurement for
container volumes), the Cape Sounio represents what the industry
is frending towards, larger ships that require deeper and wider
channels.

Record Container Moves: In January 2022, a single ship, the
MSC Rachele, offloaded and loaded 4,075 containers, or more
than 6,300 TEUs. The previous record took place in August 2021,
with nearly 3,000 container moves on another MSC ship.

Record-breaking Cargo Months: Port Everglades is sefting its

own cargo records with unprecedented volumes spurred by new
services from India, the Mediterranean and Asia.
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Booming Bulk: Port Everglades is also moving record tons of dry
bulk, with the lead commodity being cement. While some breakbulk
shipments represent cargo shifted from containers during recent
global container shortages, Florida’s construction boom is also
kicking up overall demand. This business is here to stay.

Vehicles Surge: As car lots throughout the Southeast struggle to
stay full, Port Everglades saw its best year ever, handling 72,381
vehicle units in 2021, up more than 13.6 percent over 2020’s
record movements. The Port also has an active heavy machinery
and yacht throughput. After all, Fort Lauderdale is the “Venice of the
Americas.”

New and Expanded Trade Lanes: The Port is seeing new
trade lanes opening and expansion on existing ones. Its new
India-US East Coast service, for example, is helping to pioneer
Asia/Indian Sub-continent frade through Port Everglades. Other
recent announcements are new MSC routes serving Turkey

and Greece, and direct service from East Asia. Add to those
expansions on north-south routes, and Port Everglades is set to
outpace its historic high container counts. That means plenty of new
opportunities for shippers serving South Florida.

Port Everglades’ Super Powers

Choice and Service: Offering 20 shipping lines and eight cargo
terminals, the Port accommodates all cargo types.

Consumer Market Access: Situated in the middle of South
Florida’s rapidly growing population base, there is no need to wait for
cargo to be trucked in from other states. Florida’s first Foreign-Trade
Zone is also conveniently situated in the heart of Port Everglades.

Balanced Trades: With just as many exports as imports, carriers
can find backhaul and that inspires them to stick around, long term.
Large export volumes support lots of local production jobs.

Speedy Links: Planes, trains, trucks and ships have easy access,
with a waterfront located a stone’s throw from Fort Lauderdale-
Hollywood International Airport (FLL), the 43-acre Florida East

Coast Railway's Infermodal Container Transfer Facility (ICTF), and
easy access fo the inferstate and highway system. And the Port just
happens to be less than a mile from the Atlantic Shipping Lane. Easy
in.

Perishable Power: Port Everglades is the top Florida port for
temperature-controlled cargoes, and eighth in the nation. Consumers
now demand seasonal products yearround, and the Port makes that
happen.

Driving the State: Port Everglades is the top Florida port for
petroleum product throughput, providing more than onefifth of the
state’s energy needs.

Critical Mass: Handling one million TEUs plus, Port Everglades
ranks among America’s dozen busiest container ports. That critical
mass of cargo drives economies of scale and expertise, ramping up
benefits for shippers.

Crane Uptime: At 99 percent uptime on cranes, no Port does it
better.

In February 2022, CMA CGM, a world leader in shipping
and logistics, consolidated its breakbulk and outofgauge
CAGEMA Mainliner service in South Florida to Port
Everglades. The enhanced commitment is expected to generate
300-350 container moves weekly through Florida International
Terminal.

Southbound ports of call on the CAGEMA Loop 2 service
include Kingston, Jamaica, as well as Point Lisas and Port of
Spain in Trinidad and Tobago.

Jet Fuel Back in a Big Way

New jet fuel tanks are being built in a private initiative by
Vecellio Group's Vecenergy. Four new tanks, each with
120,000-barrel capacity, are expected to come on line later this

year. The new jet fuel farm adds additional flexibility, capacity,
and resiliency for the industry.

The new facility increases portwide jet fuel storage capacity to 2.5
million barrels. Port Everglades’ facilities handle all of the jet fuel
used by four South Florida airports, and more.

Slip One on Track

Port Everglades’ $150 million multi-phased Slip 1 project is

a private-public partnership effort that will widen the slip to
accommodate much larger vessels — the Aframax class. The new
facility will be prepared for sea-level rise.

This expansion, which reconfigures the slip to be 150 feet wider

with a 1,200-footHong seawall
facility, as well as fenders, mooring
bollards and roadway, will provide
the industry with greater capacity,
efficiency, sustainability and
resiliency. The nearly 100-year-old
existing dock has outlived its life
expectancy.

Petroleum operators will be able to
keep up with growing consumption,
to offload faster, and to deploy
larger, more economical vessels.
They are making a critical investment
in components, relocating and
upsizing loading arms and a central
manifold, updating valve systems and
elevating piping. The new manifold
system is larger and has additional
interconnecting lines, facilitating
improved access fo storage and
enhanced product sharing.

The private industry’s completion

of the new piping system and

connection fo the new manifold system is expected by the end of
2023. The Port will then be able to move forward with the already-
designed civil infrastructure — the widening of Slip 1. Provisions are
in place to ensure the seamless and uninterrupted flow of energy
cargoes during the process.

The Next Big Thing

Shore power may well be the Port’s next newsmaker. The Port has
entered an agreement with local utility Florida Power & Light (FPL) to
explore the massive requirements to supply electrical shore power to
cruise ships docked at the Port's eight cruise berths. The agreement
gives FPL the go ahead to begin design services required to
construct a new electrical sub-station and power distribution facilities
at Port Everglades.

Several cruise lines have constructed ships that are fully equipped
to cold iron — the mariner's term for using electricity while docked
— while others are retrofitting their older fleet with shore power
technology. Cruise lines are largely supportive of electric shore
power to support their corporate ESG (Environmental, Social and
Governance) goals.

LNG Bunkering and Renewables Cargo

In anticipation of LNG-ueled vessels calling by early 2024, Port
Everglades is moving ahead with LNG-bunkering plans. The Port's
plan is for barge-based fueling options that dovetail with cruise line
supplier preferences.

The recently completed new jet fuel tanks will
increase capacity by approximatly 10 percent.

Beyond LNG, the Port has its eye on hydrogen and other new
energy options. Port officials are working closely with operators to
stay ahead of industry trends and prepare for the future. Il

Mastering Electrification

Complementing Florida Power & Light's research, the Port is
working with consultant Moffatt & Nichol to prepare a Port
Electrification Plan, to be completed by fourth quarter of 2022.

Port Everglades plans also include the infroduction of a new
fleet of electric pool cars and has installed six charging stations
in the parking lot of the Port Administration Building.

Also on the docket is a new electricity substation to serve the
eight cruise berths with shore power, and the Port is supporting
a process that allows for the phased introduction of additional

capacity.

Electrification plans are collaborative and regional by nature.
Port Everglades is committed to electrification in a safe and
efficient and economical way, helping fo align Port needs with
electricity supply, and being ever mindful of community needs
and capacity availability.

Everglades es un emprendimiento de sociedad comercial entre
el sector piblico y el sector privado que ampliard la rampa de
embarcacién para acomodar navios mucho mds grandes - los
de la clase Aframax. La nueva instalacién estard preparada
para compensar por el alza del nivel del mar.

Esta ampliacién, la cual reconfigura la rampa de embarcacién
para que termine siendo 150 pies mds ancho, con una
instalacién de un malecén 1.200 pies de largo, y asi como
también equipado con parachoques, bolardos de amarradero

y una via de trdnsito, le proveerd a la industria una mayor
capacidad, eficacia, sostenibilidad y resiliencia. El muelle
existente desde ya casi 100 afios ha sobrepasado su
expectativa de vida.

Los operadores de la industria petrolera podrdan seguir el
ritmo del constante aumento de consumo, descargar mds
rapidamente, y habilitar buques tanqueros mds grandes

y econdmicos. Estdn haciendo una inversién critica en
componentes, reubicacién y tamafio de los brazos de carga
y una central de distribuidores hidraulicos, actualizando los
sistemas de vdlvulas e instalando tuberias elevadas. El nuevo
sistema hidrdulico de distribucién es mds grande y consta con
lineas de interconexién adicionales, facilitando un acceso
renovado al almacenamiento y mejorando el sistema de
reparticién de los diversos productos petroleros.

La terminacién de la obra del nuevo sistema de tuberias

del sector privado de la industria y su conexién al nuevo
sistema hidrdulico de distribucién estd pautada para finales
de 2023. Entonces el Puerto podré proceder con la ya
disefiada infraestructura del sector civil - la ampliacién de la
Rampa 1. Ya se han implementado medidas para asegurar el
flujo integro e ininterrumpido de los cargamentos petroleros
durante el proceso.

La Siguiente Gran Cosa

La conexién de energia eléctrica para abastecer los navios
desde la orilla puede muy bien ser la siguiente gran noticia
del Puerto. El Puerto ha celebrado un convenio con la
compaiia eléctrica local Florida Power & Light (FPL) para
explorar los requisitos masivos para proveer energia eléctrica
a los barcos de cruceros atracados en los ocho muelles

de cruceros del Puerto. El convenio le da a FPL luz verde
para comenzar con los servicios de disefio requeridos para
construir una nueva subestacién eléctrica e instalaciones de
distribucién de corriente eléctrica en Port Everglades.

Varias lineas de cruceros han construido barcos totalmente
equipados para atracar a hierro frio —el término marino que
significa utilizar electricidad mientras el barco estd en el

muelle con los motores apagados —mientras que otros estdn
en proceso de modernizar su flotilla antigua con tecnologia
de energia eléctrica suplida desde la orilla. Las lineas de
cruceros representan un gran apoyo para la energia eléctrica
desde la orilla en mira a enaltecer sus metas corporativas de
proteccién medioambiental, sociales y administrativas (ESG -
Environmental, Social and Governance).

Depésitos de Gas Natural Liquido y
Cargamentos Renovables

En anticipacién de los venideros navios que utilizan gas
natural liquido (LNG) como combustible haciendo parada en
el Puerto para principios del afio 2024, Port Everglades esta
procediendo con planes de depésitos de combustible LNG.

Maestria en la Electrificacién

Complementando las labores investigativas de Florida Power
& Light, el Puerto estd laborando con la firma consultora
Moffatt & Nichol para preparar un Plan de Electrificacién del
Puerto, a ser terminado para el cuarto frimestre de 2022.

Port Everglades tiene planeado incluir la introduccién de
una nueva flota de carros eléctricos y ha instalado seis
estaciones de recarga en el estacionamiento del Edificio de
Administracién del Puerto.

También en la lista se encuentra una nueva subestacién de
electricidad para abastecer energia eléctrica desde la orilla
a los ocho muelles de cruceros, y el Puerto estd apoyando
un proceso que permitird la introduccién por fases de
capacidad adicional de suplido eléctrico.

Compliance Plus

Comepliance is important. The Port adheres to stringent
governmental regulations, employing best management practices,
careful study, and advancing progressive remedial and protective
measures.
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Better than that, Port Everglades embraces progressive
environmental stewardship opportunities in areas as diverse as
bee management and the optimization of habitat in industrial
green space. Many of these measures kindle excitement in the
community and create a ripple effect that makes individuals and
organizations want to join in environmental efforts, like coastal
cleanups. Or oyster gardening!

Broad-based Efforts

Protecting coastal ecosystems starts with ensuring every

port infrastructure project and operational activity integrates
environmental and resiliency goals. Progress is being made on
multiple environmental fronts.

Water Quality: The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE)
Port Everglades Harbor Navigation Improvement Project is
moving forward. A Revised Draft Supplemental Environmental
Impact Statement was published for public review and
comment on February 4, 2022; and after 25 years in NEPA
(the National Environmental Policy Act process), the USACE
has submitted the water quality certification application to the
Florida Department of Environmental Protection and the project
is now in the permitting phase.

Wetland Mitigation: Mitigation for Navigation
Improvement Project impacts will include removing
dredged materials from the Intracoastal Waterway that
were previously deposited on shore at Westlake Park; and
constructing mangrove and seagrass wetlands.

Aesthetics: The new Northport Heron Garage, with its
70+oot white heron mural already turning heads, is only the
latest of dozens of public art installations at the Port. All art
celebrates the environment with native flora and fauna, some
draw attention to species at risk, and others beautify adorn
Port assets.

Air Quality: In addition to equipping the new Heron
Garage with a solar energy array, the Port is making a broad
commitment to electrification - from using electric cranes

and equipment, to updating fleets with electric vehicles, to
upgrading substations for more capacity. In fact, the Port is
developing a comprehensive Port Electrification Plan to check
all the boxes. Electrification is the path to the future as the Port
strives to locally achieve near-zero greenhouse gas emissions.

Leading the Dialogue: Port Everglades supports South
Florida's sustainability initiatives and leads dialogue on critical
matters. The Port hosted an environmental program tour and
presentation for the National Association of Environmental
Professionals during their Annual Conference, opening up the
Port to new insights and ideas, especially those that enhance
environmental compliance and stewardship.

Sea-level Rise: The Slip 1 project is designed to
accommodate up to five feet of sea-level rise. All future Port
infrastructure projects will do the same, addressing the impacts
of climate change in the foreseeable future and minimizing the
impacts of flooding events. Il

Volunteers collect oyster shells from local restaraunts to prepare them so they can
start filtrating our local waterway and eventually restore oyster reefs.

SPOTLIGHT ON OYSTER GARDENS

In 2022, Mother Nature’s most efficient water scrubbers -
oysters - came home to the Port. The new oyster gardening
program involves restaurants and others who recycle
Eastern oyster shells.

Port Everglades is thrilled to provide a dedicated oyster
cultch shell drying site and to facilitate collaboration
among the many partners in the oyster gardening effort.
This is truly a community effort involving several non-profit
organizations, scientists, property owners and volunteers.

Used oyster shells from local restaurants are dried,
reducing potential for disease, and then attached to mats
that becomes a sort of nesting place that attracts wild
oyster “spat” in tidal waters. The oyster mats help locally
filter surface water and will eventually be used to restore
and replace oyster reefs so that oysters can once again
function naturally.

Oysters used o thrive in Southeast Florida. Their
restoration would be a boon to water quality and erosion
prevention. They would invigorate coastal ecosystems
and provide more habitat for marine life. The National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration has designated
oyster reef restoration a priority. It estimates that a single
oyster can filter 50 gallons of water per day, removing
pollutants and chemicals.

The Port sees a role for oyster restoration in erosion
prevention and filtering the waterways. In time, there may
be potential for an oyster hatchery.

Su restauracién seria de gran beneficio para la calidad
del agua y la prevencién de la erosién de las costas.

At Port Everglades, public art is embraced and embedded. It is
sprinkled throughout the Port’s public areas to enhance aesthetics in
an otherwise industrial space.

Art Can Be Anywhere

Helping to keep visitors on the move are iconic landmark artworks,
such as the ruby+hroated hummingbird and American white ibis
mural festooning the Harbormaster’s Tower. This Avian Odyssey
mural by Ernesto Maraje was recently voted top mural in Fort
Lauderdale (by Fort Lauderdale Magazine).

Port Everglades is an advocate for art in public places. “Art can and
should be anywhere” is a Port mantra. While the most recognizable
art installations are large-scale, the Port applies art to imposing or
even unattractive infrastructure, such as fencing or bollards or poles.
Paintings, dynamic sculptures, and other expressions of beauty
compliments the industrial Port environment.

Why? Because art resonates.

The Port’s colorful wayfinds system is another component of Broward County's public art program.

Art Resonates

Art can infroduce a sense of place to visitors, and can make a
simple embarkation process a unique and memorable element of
a cruise vacation. In a port environment, Everglades’ public art
is pioneering, but it is also an investment in the Port’s persona. It

Exuberance by Alice Aycock is a bold centerpiece that has

transformed a traffic circle on Eller Drive near Cruise Terminal

25. The sculpture suggests the concept of wind energy and
movement. It can be seen by passengers
accessing the Midport section of the Port
and from three major cruise terminals. The
piece, which debuted in 2019, was just
selected by a CODAworx national jury
as one of the 100 most successful design
projects for public spaces.

Security can dovetail with seaport operations, providing
visibility and enhancing efficiency, among other benefis.

Drilling Down

At Port Everglades, multiple layers of port, city, county, state and
federal agencies work hand-in-hand to optimize the use of assets
and resources, to serve and to protect.

Collaborative efforts involve periodic drills or exercises, designed
to take security teams through the steps that would be necessary
if an incident actually occurs. In one recent initiative, the Broward
County Sheriff's Office, on behalf of Port Everglades, received
Homeland Security grant funding for a full-scale active shooter
exercise with state, local and federal players. Similar exercises

in the past have addressed local preparedness for any and every
type of natural or man-made threat, from terrorism to oil spills to
cyber attacks.

In addition to driving awareness, ensuring compliance and
reducing threats, drills help identify ways to prevent future
downtime. Time is money in the transportation business. The
sooner a port can identify an issue, the sooner supply chains can
return fo service.

Non-stop Updates

The Port and its law enforcement partners continually elevate
vigilance, prevention, detection and response, and the resources
that facilitate those goals.

A sneak peek at some future improvements that are sure to please
the Port community reveals a plan to reconfigure the U.S. Coast
Guard Station Fort Lauderdale and allow for larger vessels, and
a medium-term plan will automate the Port badging processes.
An ongoing process to harden the resiliency of port infrastructure,
through capital investments, and cyber security, are among the
Port's cyber efforts.

Next Step — License Plate Readers

License Plate Readers have been installed at entry and exit
gates. These new optics were funded by a Florida Department
of Transportation grant and aim to help protect workers, visitors,
resources and critical infrastructure by enhancing information
sharing, intelligence, capabilities, and preparedness operations
in accordance with Florida’s Domestic Security Strategy.

Intelligent character recognition capabilities are state-of-the-art
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for high-volume ports and can ultimately be used 24/7 for
everything from recovering stolen vehicles to predictive analytics
that streamline operations.

Serving Stakeholders
At Port Everglades, security serves stakeholders.

Port security forces have to be prepared for almost any situation,
but they don’t do that by operating in a vacuum. Best practice
dictates security forces continuously look for ways to bring value
to the port community, every day of the year.
