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GET OUTSIDE
See for yourself why Raleigh is called “The City of Oaks” 
— the area has more than 4,300 acres of local parkland 
and a greenway system that spans 150 miles. 

Take an easy stroll through the Museum Park at the 
North Carolina Museum of Art, where paved trails 
meander through fields with art installations along the 
way. At 164 acres, it’s the largest museum art park in the 
country.

Wanna get out on the water? Fish, kayak or canoe at Holly 
Springs’ Bass Lake Park, Cary’s Fred G. Bond Metro 
Park or Raleigh’s Lake Johnson Park. There are paved 
trails around each park, too.

For a more strenuous hike, hit the trails at William B. 
Umstead State Park. This nearly 6,000-acre park is 
located near the airport and Interstate 40.

For serious outdoor action, head to Falls Lake State 
Recreation Area, where the 12,000-acre lake and 26,000 
acres of woodland offer the perfect place for hiking, 
camping, fishing and boating.

Daniel Dhers Action Sports Complex in Holly Springs 
is a BMX riding facility.

If soccer is more your speed, the Carolina RailHawks play 
at WakeMed Soccer Park in Cary, one of the country’s 
premier soccer complexes.

Into baseball? The family will enjoy a trip to Zebulon’s Five 
County Stadium to see the Carolina Mudcats in action. 
In 2015, the Holly Springs Salamanders begin their first 
season as members of the Coastal Plain League. And watch 
up-and-coming players at the USA Baseball National 
Training Complex in Cary.

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SEE A SHOW
North Carolina Theatre brings some of Broadway’s biggest 
productions to Duke Energy Center for the Performing Arts, a   
multi-venue complex that anchors one end of downtown Raleigh.

Each December, Theatre In The Park performs A Christmas Carol 
featuring Ira David Wood III as Scrooge. The annual show has been 
named one of the top 20 events in the Southeast.

Across town at one of the country’s oldest community                               
theaters, Raleigh Little Theatre stages 11 productions each year. 
For avant-garde work, see what’s in production at Burning Coal     
Theatre Company. 

The Duke Energy Center for the Performing Arts is also home to 
N.C.’s ballet, symphony and opera companies. The North Carolina 
Symphony plays 175 times a year — check out their popular 
summer series at Cary’s Koka Booth Amphitheatre.

MUSEUM HOP
You could easily spend the whole morning wandering the halls at 
the North Carolina Museum of Art. The collection spans more 
than 5,000 years, and highlights include 29 Rodin sculptures 
(the largest collection in the Southeast), one of the nation’s finest 
collections of Italian paintings and works by Botticelli, Monet and 
Raphael. Outside the museum, the 164-acre Museum Park is worth 
an afternoon of exploring.

Located in a former produce warehouse in Raleigh’s Warehouse 
District, Contemporary Art Museum (CAM Raleigh) is the 
only non-collecting contemporary art museum in the state. 
Exhibits change often, ranging from painting and sculpture to 
photography and installation art, and feature guest curators 
from all over the world.

And if you want to see art being made, visit Artspace. This visual 
arts center has 30 studios open to the public, where you can chat 
with the artists and watch them work. You’ll see everything from 
portraiture and printmaking to mixed media and jewelry-making.

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Begin your diverse culinary journey in downtown Raleigh 
at BuKu, where the menu focuses on global street 

food — Indian naan, Mexican grilled corn, empanadas and 
South African lamb kebabs (and that’s just barely skimming 
the menu). Bring a group of friends and share small plates. 

Craving Laotian? If you’ve never tried it, head straight to 
Bida Manda, overlooking downtown Raleigh’s Moore 
Square. Try the caramelized ginger pork ribs or saffron 
crepe. You won’t be sorry. 

Nearby, traditional Lebanese dishes (hummus, kebabs) 
rule the menu at Sitti. For more casual Lebanese and 
Mediterranean fare, two area locations of Neomonde have 
fresh-baked pita sandwiches and, of course, flaky baklava. 

Indian and Asian-inspired cuisine is served at Garland, 
one of Raleigh’s most innovative restaurants. Spice-driven 
dishes pack a punch. Try the tandoori chicken with braised 
cabbage or lamb curry with local turnips. In Cary, upscale 
Asian-fusion draws a crowd at An, New World Cuisine. 
The menu changes seasonally but may feature roasted 
duck with lychee salad or Singapore noodles with prawns 
and pork belly. For classic Asian dishes like wonton soup, 
spring rolls and sweet and sour pork, head to Five Star in 
downtown Raleigh’s Warehouse District.

There are countless Mexican restaurants around, but for 
something special, head to Dos Taquitos and try their 
namesake, the taquitos. For Southern-inspired Mexican 
(collard-wrapped tamales, anyone?), make a reservation at 
Jose and Sons. Several dishes are made with ingredients 
from local favorites like Videri chocolate or Crank Arm 
and Trophy brews. 

There are lots of Italian restaurants in the area, too, 
but there’s a reason Bella Monica is ranked one of the                          
best. Tuck into a plate of pasta with “gravy,” or try the 
Chianti-braised veal Bolognese. Desserts here are a must. 
There are the classics (tiramisu, cannoli), or try the affogato 
— honey vanilla gelato “drowning” in espresso.  

And if it’s French you’re looking for, book a table at Saint 
Jacques Restaurant and savor the blue cheese panna cotta 
and braised short ribs. Bon appétit!

WINDDOWN 
North Carolina has the most craft breweries in the 
Southeast, and Raleigh is quickly becoming the 
center of the state’s evolving craft-beer scene. There 
are 21 breweries in the area and counting. Most 
have taprooms, and the breweries are open regularly 
for guided tours.  

Where to begin? Download a Beer Trail app at 
visitRaleigh.com, find a designated driver and get 
ready to taste your way around Raleigh’s beer scene. 

Near RDU, Lonerider Brewing Company’s 
taproom is known as “the Hideout”; try the 
Shotgun Betty Hefeweizen at this unassuming spot. 
Closer to downtown Raleigh at Big Boss Brewing 
Company, sip Bad Penny brown ale and play darts 
or ping-pong. In downtown’s Warehouse District, 
Crank Arm Brewing is one of the newest to open, 
and the brewmasters here combine their love of 
cycling with artisan beer. Nearby, Trophy Brewing 
Company is a hip, three-barrel brewery that’s 
known as much for their beer as their specialty 
pizzas. And just a few minutes away at Boylan 
Bridge Brewpub, relax on one of the city’s best 
patios with a pint of Endless Summer Ale. 

Outside Raleigh, there’s plenty more to discover. 
Cary’s Fortnight Brewing Company specializes 
in English-style ales. In Wake Forest, White Street 
Brewing Company received the 2014 World Beer 
Cup Gold medal for their Kolsch-style ale.  

In Fuquay-Varina, Aviator Brewing Company first 
started brewing beer in an airplane hangar; today, 
their taproom draws a crowd for Devil’s Tramping 
Ground, a tripel Belgian ale (warning — it has 
9.2 percent ABV). Down the street, Draft Line 
Brewing Co. opened recently and has earned 
accolades for its Deep Plunge Porter. 

Nearby in Holly Springs, take a tour at veteran 
Carolina Brewing Company, then try their 
signature Carolina Pale Ale. Bombshell Beer 
Company is one of the first female-owned 
breweries around. Its Polished Pilsner is light and 
crisp, a good choice for domestic-beer drinkers new 
to the craft-brew scene.

made from pound-cake batter are always a 
crowd-pleaser.

LUNCH 

Vinegar, ketchup or gasp, mustard-based. What 
will it be?

Just don’t forget the 
hushpuppies and a big glass of tea — the sweeter 
the better.

Sure, you can bowl at the just-opened Kings Bowl 
in North Hills. But, you can also play shuffleboard, 
ping-pong, air hockey and darts, making this a fun 
place to bring a group of friends.

In a two-story building across the street from 
North Carolina State University, the no-frills Mitch’s 
Tavern is a long-time favorite.

Don’t leave without stopping 
by the snack shack, Pullen Place, for a Locopop. 

SEE THE PLANES
Bring your sand toys and a picnic lunch to RDU 
International Airport’s Observation Park. There’s a 
sandbox and climbing structure that overlooks a runway; 
at the two-story observation deck, watch takeoffs and 
landings, and hear the air traffic controllers and pilots 
talk over the radio. 

GET MESSY
Put down the iPad and get back to basics at Prairie 
Ridge Ecostation, a 45-acre reserve with forest, ponds 
and streams where kids can be kids, play outside and 
learn about nature. At Three Bear Acres, play in the 
mud kitchen and climb a tree house.    

ROCK OUT
At Cameron Village Regional Library, kids go crazy 
for Mr. Erik’s story time. Mr. Erik reads books, sings and 
plays the guitar, and gets even the shyest kids jumping 
and dancing.

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Raleigh is a college town — there are 10 colleges and 
universities in the area (five were founded in the 1800s). 

But, you don’t have to be an undergrad to learn a thing or 
two here in North Carolina’s capital city, founded in 1792. 

Start with a self-guided tour of the North Carolina 
State Capitol. Across the street, exhibits at the North 
Carolina Museum of Natural Sciences showcase the 
state’s geography and biodiversity. Next door at the North 
Carolina Museum of History, “The Story of North 
Carolina” exhibit traces 14,000 years of state history. For 
more city history, stop by City of Raleigh Museum (COR 
Museum), located in a former hardware store built in 1874. 

A good way to see it all is onboard Historic Raleigh Trolley 
Tours, a hop-on/hop-off route through the city’s historic 
sites. Tours leave from Mordecai Historic Park, once the 
site of Wake County’s largest plantation. Fun fact: Our 17th 
President, Andrew Johnson, was born here in Raleigh. 

Speaking of historic homes, take a docent-led tour of the 
1769 Joel Lane Museum House. Wake County’s oldest 
home was the residence of Joel Lane, known as the “Father 
of Raleigh” for his civic and political leadership (he also 
built the Mordecai House). 

Then head east and stroll the 19th-century Historic 
Oakwood neighborhood, listed on the National Register 
of Historic Places, to see Victorian homes of all sizes. While 
in the neighborhood, wander through Historic Oakwood 
Cemetery, where 1,500 Confederate soldiers are buried. 
 
For the ultimate in Victorian architecture, make tour 
reservations for the North Carolina Executive Mansion; 
this stately Queen Anne has housed 29 governors and 
counting.

Historic Raleigh Trolley Tours
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Raleigh’s live music 
scene hits the high notes.

With more than 80 places to hear a band, Raleigh 
has more live music than anywhere else in North 

Carolina. 

Big-name acts take the stage at PNC Arena, an indoor 
arena that attracts the biggest names in the biz. (Taylor 
Swift plays to a sold-out crowd on June 9.) Some of 
the biggest performers around also play at Walnut 
Creek Amphitheatre. There are covered seats under 
the pavilion, but the real party is on the lawn (or the 
pre-show parking lot tailgate!). This is the place to see a 
country concert. Fan favorites Jimmy Buffett and Dave 
Matthews Band play here regularly, too. 

For more intimate outdoor shows, check the 
calendar at Cary’s Koka Booth 
Amphitheatre, located on 14 wooded acres 
with a lake behind the stage. Nationally‑ 
known acts play here, and Booth Amphitheatre 
also hosts the annual N.C. Symphony 
Summerfest series. At the North Carolina Museum 
of Art, indie acts like Wilco and Iron and Wine have 
performed at Joseph M. Bryan Jr. Theater in the 
Museum Park.

MUSIC MANIAC
You’re constantly looking for new bands and 
spend your weekends seeing live shows. Whether 
you love nationally-known acts or indie bands 
with cult followings (or both!), you’ll find them 
in Raleigh, home to the most live music in N.C. 
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In downtown Raleigh, there are dozens of places to 
catch a show. Duke Energy Center for the Performing 
Arts is a complex with several venues, ranging from 
the opulent Memorial Auditorium to the 600-seat A.J. 
Fletcher Opera Theater. Across the street, Red Hat 
Amphitheater is a 5,000-seat venue that attracts artists 
like Mumford & Sons and Lorde. After the show, it’s an 
easy walk to bars and restaurants. Just steps away is Deep 
South The Bar. There’s a lively outdoor patio here; 
inside, check out live acts and Open Mic Nights. 

Nearby, Lincoln Theatre is an institution of the 
downtown live music scene. It’s standing-room only 
to see a variety of acts, from American Aquarium to 
Method Man. In the Moore Square district, The Pour 
House Music Hall is one of the city’s oldest live music 
venues. Bonus: Lots of local craft brews on tap. Down 
the street at Kings, head upstairs to the stage where 
bands like Passion Pit and The Avett Brothers have 
played. Downstairs in the basement, Neptunes Parlour 
serves handcrafted cocktails. Across downtown in the 
Glenwood South nightlife district, Southland Ballroom 
isn’t exactly a ballroom. It’s a 350-seat venue with lots of 
bars and restaurants within walking distance. 

Raleigh is home to several major music series and 
festivals:

Hopscotch Music Festival, Sept. 10-12 
The ultimate music fest: More than 150 bands of 
all genres play in venues across downtown Raleigh.

Wide Open Bluegrass, Oct. 2-3
International bluegrass street festival with 50 
bluegrass bands on four downtown stages (and 
more).

Midtown Beach Music Series 
Thurs. evenings, Apr. – Aug. 
Some of the most famous beach-music bands 
around play in North Hills. 

Oak City 7
Thurs. evenings, Memorial Day – Labor Day
Free concert series on downtown Raleigh’s City 
Plaza featuring local acts, and on alternating 
Thursday nights...

...Pickin’ In the Plaza
Another free summer series on City Plaza, and this 
one specializes in bluegrass; food trucks are parked 
on-site, too.

Apex (20 minutes*)
With over 60 commercial buildings and homes 
dating from 1870 to 1940 and a district on the 
National Register of Historic Places, Apex is re-
storing its turn-of-the-century railroad heritage. 
Downtown Apex features antique and specialty 
gift shops, as well as restaurants that include the 
award-winning Anna’s Pizzeria. Tour historic 
Hughes and Salem Streets. Visit the circa-1914 
Apex Union Depot. Dine at The Blistered Pig 
Smokehouse and experience First Fridays down-
town or the PeakFest in early May. Indulge your 
inner fashionista at Beaver Creek Commons/
Crossings. Further south, the North Carolina 
Railroad Museum offers rides on restored trains. 

Holly Springs (30 minutes*)
Holly Springs began as a crossroads near springs 
of fresh water at a spot where holly trees were 
numerous. Travelers stopped by the springs to 
quench their thirst, and while that bit of history 
doesn’t continue today, the residents and visitors 
do indulge in libations from the area’s successful 
craft breweries (tours on Saturdays). Make a 
point to visit the Bass Lake Park & Retreat Cen-
ter, which features a 100-acre lake stocked full 
of fish for any fishing enthusiast, and the Holly 
Springs Cultural Center, which hosts events 
year-round, including concerts and films. 

Knightdale (20 minutes*)
Spend the day at Knightdale Environmental 
Education Park, certified as a Backyard Habitat 
by the National Wildlife Federation. Or visit 
an historic business with a timeless craft, The 
Gallery located at Stained Glass Associates, Inc. 
The team creates one-of-a-kind stained glass 
for churches and high-end residential projects. 
The Knightdale Farmers Market at Knightdale 
Station features live entertainment, food truck 
rodeos and more fun, open May through Oct.

Morrisville (25 minutes*)
West of the airport and south of The Research 
Triangle Park is Morrisville. Shop at Grace Park 
or Park West Village, or visit Triangle Rock 
Club, the largest indoor climbing facility in a 
five-state region. The town is home to Cedar 
Fork District Park and the East Meets West 
Festival, celebrating Morrisville’s diverse cultures 
from around the world. 

Rolesville (25 minutes*)
Rolesville is a hidden gem in the northeastern 
corner of Wake County. This quiet area exudes 
a quaint, small-town atmosphere, where visitors 
will experience a diverse community with a 
strong sense of pride and a welcoming spirit. 
Rolesville’s roots run deep as the second-oldest 

town in Wake County, established in 1837.    
In 2012, Rolesville commemorated its 
175th anniversary with festivities scheduled 
throughout the year. Having a rich history in 
agriculture, many family farms are still in 
operation. The area has held onto its charm, 
and more than 4,000 proud citizens call 
Rolesville home.

Wake Forest (30 minutes*)
A hot dog at Shorty’s and a visit to the Olde 
English Tea Room are absolute musts in this 
100-year-old town. Shop at the The Cotton 
Company, Old Magnolia Trading Company 
or N.C. Specialty Shops, where you make 
your own gift basket of Tar Heel souvenirs. 
Visit Wake Forest Historical Museum and the 
campus of Southeastern Baptist Theological 
Seminary (which was the campus of Wake 
Forest College before the school moved to 
Winston-Salem in the fifties). The Factory 
offers ice rinks, a skate park, inflatable play-
ground, miniature golf and go-carts – while 
Heritage Golf Club offers some of the best in 
play any time of the year. 

Wendell (25 minutes*)
A shopping trip to Kannon’s Clothing or to 
the Mortex Factory Outlet, where you can 
purchase sale-price “seconds” in college sports 
clothing, is a must on the to-do list. Todd’s 
Train Depot appeals to both children and 
adults with a model train museum and store. 
Nearby, Lizard Lick Towing & Recovery is 
Greater Raleigh’s favorite towing and repo 
company. 

Zebulon (27 minutes*)
Zebulon’s core business district is surrounded 
by historic residential neighborhoods that 
consist of Victorian, Craftsman and Colonial 
Revival style homes. The Single-A Carolina 
Mudcats play ball throughout the spring and 
summer at Five County Stadium. And be sure 
to check out Cattails Restaurant at the stadium 
for a delicious dinner before or during the 
game. Adding to its roster of Carolina land-
marks, Zebulon is home to Whitley Furniture
Galleries, a store that draws loyal customers 
from all over the state.
