Rowan County Tourism launched the F&M Bank Trolley System in 2002 with the acquisition of two 
trolleys, establishing an iconic and memorable way for visitors and residents to experience Rowan County. 
The program expanded quickly, offering guided tours, specialty tours, and private rentals, supported by a 
team of dedicated drivers and tour guides employed by Rowan County Tourism.

The popularity of the program led to the purchase of two new trolleys in 2013, allowing the program to 
grow significantly. The trolleys were purchased by Rowan County Tourism in accordance with NC Session 
Law 2017-202. Beloved throughout the destination, the trolleys provide a safe and festive option for 
private event transportation while also offering themed tours that bring Rowan County's stories to life for 
visitors.
