DAY 1: Exploring Historic Saratoga

STROLL THROUGH SARATOGA 
SPA STATE PARK 

Start your adventure in Saratoga Spa 
State Park, where historic architecture 
meets tranquil trails. Great for walkers 
and cyclists of all levels, don’t miss local 
favorite Avenue of the Pines and the 
Geyser Island Spouter trail.

RELIVE HISTORY AT SARATOGA 
NATIONAL HISTORICAL PARK 

Explore the fields where American 
forces triumphed at a key battle in 
the Revolutionary War. Hike the four-
mile Wilkinson Trail or cycle the 11-mile 
Battlefield Loop and take in stunning 
views and savor the county’s rich history.

BIKE OR STROLL THE EMPIRE 
STATE TRAIL 

Enjoy a section of the 750-mile  
Empire State Trail just east of Saratoga 
Springs. Ideal for all fitness levels,  
its flat terrain and scenic routes that 
follow former rail and canal paths make 
 it perfect for a relaxed outing.

EXPLORE THE GRAPHITE 
RANGE COMMUNITY FOREST

community-supported forest 
designed for recreation and ecological 
conservation. Discover the southern 
foothills of the Adirondacks on over 
five miles of trails suitable for hiking or 
mountain biking.

WANDER THE WOODS AT 
MOREAU LAKE STATE PARK 

Escape to Moreau Lake State Park for 
scenic trails with scenic views of the 
Hudson River. From the Western Ridge 
Trail to lakeside loops, the terrain is ideal 
for hiking or mountain biking in a 
peaceful, natural setting.
