EXPLORE THE BEEKMAN 
STREET ARTS DISTRICT  

Begin your cultural journey in the 
Beekman Street Arts District, located  
in Saratoga Springs’ historic West Side. 
This vibrant three-block community  
is packed with local artists, studios,  
and galleries. 

NATIONAL MUSEUM OF 
RACING AND HALL OF FAME  

Dive into Saratoga’s history with horse 
racing at the National Museum of Racing 
and Hall of Fame. Don’t miss the new 
film “What It Takes: Journey to the Hall 
of Fame”, where the stories of racing’s 
legends come to life on the big screen.

CONTEMPORARY ART AT 
SKIDMORE COLLEGE 

Grab lunch at one of the many Saratoga 
Springs eateries and then head to the 
Frances Young Tang Teaching Museum 
and Art Gallery. This contemporary 
museum showcases a dynamic 
collection of art and cultural exhibits. 

LISTEN TO LIVE FOLK MUSIC 
AT CAFFÈ LENA 

Step back in music history at Caffè Lena. 
This intimate folk music venue has had 
legends like Bob Dylan and Arlo Guthrie 
grace its stage. Caffè Lena has both 
matinee and evening shows, and even 
some morning shows for the little ones!
