GET TO KNOW THE 
STEVENS POINT AREA
UW-Stevens Point is the first university  
in Wisconsin to have 100% of its electricity 
come from renewable sources.

Lake DuBay, a 6,800-acre impoundment  
of the Wisconsin River that’s a top fishing 
spot, is a man-made lake that was created 
in the 1940s with the installation of a 
hydroelectric dam.

Heritage Park in Plover is filled with 
preserved historic buildings, including  
a working blacksmith shop. 

Downtown Stevens Point is a super-
sized selfie spot, featuring Point Brewery’s 
#grabtheglass mural and a dozen other 
larger-than-life works of art.

The Rising Star Mill in Nelsonville is one  
of the oldest mills in Wisconsin and today 
hosts an annual art show and sale, as well  
as several concerts.

The Stevens Point Farmers’ Market has 
been held in the same two-square-block 
area in downtown Stevens Point since 1847.

Stevens Point Brewery, founded in 1857, 
is one of the oldest continually operating 
breweries in the country.

There are actually two Portage County 
Fairs held every summer in the Stevens 
Point Area—one in Amherst and one  
in Rosholt.

GET ON THE 
WATER IN CENTRAL 
WISCONSIN
The Stevens Point Area is a paddler's 
playground, with plenty of water to 
explore and options for paddlers of 
all abilities, from quiet backwaters to 
fast-moving current.

Families and beginners should check 
out the calm waters of Lake Joanis in 
Stevens Point, a picturesque paddling 
location that features pristine water 
and easy access.

Intermediate paddlers can head to the 
Upper Plover River near Jordan Park, 
where they’ll find generally flat water 
with some rocky stretches to navigate. 
The Tomorrow River in Amherst offers 
a meandering route through woods 
and fields, passing the historic Rising 
Star Mill.

The adventurous canoeist may wish 
to poke around the islands and spend 
time fishing, bird-watching or animal 
viewing on the Stevens Point Flowage 
of the Wisconsin River North section.

Winter sports on the Tomorrow 
River State Trail: It’s open to 
bicyclists, hikers, joggers and 

horseback riders. In winter, it’s an excellent 
spot for snowmobiling, cross-country 
skiing and snowshoeing. This trail offers 
24 miles of scenic glacial terrain and 
picturesque farm country. 

Mountain biking at Standing 
Rocks County Park: This park 
features 13 miles of rolling trails 

for hiking and biking as well as a disc golf 
course and dog exercise area. Trail passes 
are required and available at the trailhead.

Explore one of the regions State 
Natural Areas: There are 11 in 
the Stevens Point Area to explore. 

For families with young or inexperienced 
hikers, head to New Hope Pines State 
Natural Area to hike the 173-acre park. It 
isn't far from the best beach in the Stevens 
Point Area - Sunset Lake.  

Hitting the links at SentryWorld: 
Spend your day at this award-
winning 18-hole golf course. 

Rain? No problem. SentryWorld has you 
covered—head inside to work on your game 
at the indoor range or golf simulator.

In his younger days, John Pawlak 
caught air and chased trophies as a 
BMX bicycle racer. Today his passion 
for cycling rolls on at Point Area  
Bicycle Service, the store he opened  
in downtown Stevens Point in 2012. 

He recommends that riders who are 
new to the area start with the “gem” 
of Stevens Point Area bicycling—the 
27-mile Green Circle Trail.

Pawlak said road bikers should start 
with the “Little Chicago” loop—a ride 
that heads west of Stevens Point to 
Little Chicago Road. That trip can be  
as short as 10 miles, with longer 
options possible.

He also has a route that beer lovers will 
want to sample: a nearly 50-mile loop 
that stops at Central Waters Brewing 
Company in Amherst and O’so 
Brewing Company in Plover before 
ending at Stevens Point Brewery.

“It’s a cool little brewery tour,” he said. 

Back in town, one of Pawlak’s  
favorite refueling spots is Father  
Fats Public House.

Riders will find additional refreshments 
in Pawlak’s shop, which has a beer bar 
on site. It features Wisconsin beers, 
ciders and sodas, including local 
favorites from the Central Wisconsin 
Craft Collective.

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The Stevens Point Area is a creative hub in 
Central Wisconsin. If you have never been to 
the region, you might be surprised by what 
you find. From the outside, it might appear as 
an unassuming blend of rural and urban life.   
Here's a quick guide to a few things that call 
the Stevens Point Area home. 

Head just east of Stevens Point on Highway 
10, and you've probably passed the grounds 
for the world’s largest and longest running 
renewable energy event. The Renewable 
Energy & Sustainable Living Fair is hosted  
in Custer each year in June.  

The world’s largest trivia contest is found 
here each April. The event, hosted by 90FM 
at the University of Wisconsin-Stevens Point, 
lasts 54-hours straight.  

Supper clubs are a Wisconsin institution, and 
in the Stevens Point Area you'll find one that 
started the first ever refrigerated salad bar. 
It was debuted at the Sky Club in the 1950’s, 
and the iconic supper club is still in operation 
today in Plover. 

It's more than lip service to sustainability 
in the Stevens Point Area. The nation's first 
conservation education major was created 
here in 1946 and formed into the College of 
Natural Resources in 1970 at the University  
of Wisconsin – Stevens Point. Today, you can 
see more of it's influence when you visit the 
giant ‘Sand County Bench’ in the Stevens 
Point Sculpture Park or the Wisconsin 
Conservation Hall of Fame in the  
Schmeeckle Reserve.
