
 
Q - How Do I Get To The Event 
A - The event is in SINGLETON PARK, Mumbles Road, Sketty, SWANSEA SA2 
8PY 9 THE BOTTOM ENTRANCE. 
 
Q - What are the opening times for the Main Festival A - 2pm - 11pm ( Last entry 
6.30pm )  
We advise arriving as early as possible to minimise queuing times.   
 
Q - Can I leave the event site and then come back (i.e. are there pass-outs)?  
A - There are no pass outs at Clubland Live in the park.  
 
Q - How old do I need to be to attend and will I need ID?  
A - This event is 18+. We operate a challenge-25 policy upon entry and at all bars. 
Please bring Photo ID with you, if you are fortunate to look younger than 25 you will 
be asked to provide photo ID to gain entry and to be served at the bar. 
 
Q - Entry into the Event? 
A - We encourage all attendees to travel by public transport or by walking. All 
attendees will be subject to a security search upon entry. Please make sure you 
have no prohibited items on you as this may slow down your entry and also you may 
be refused entry. 
 
Q - Do I need to print my Tickets Out? 
A - Easiest way to show your ticket is by using your phone you can save the PDF to 
your phone, or use your ticket App to download to your Wallet. #SaveTheTrees  
We will of course also accept a printed out copy of your ticket. Please have your 
ticket ready to be scanned so you can get into the event quickly and smoothly.

A - Unfortunately not! This event is now completely sold out! The only chance you 
have is via the official re;sell feature on Skiddle  
 
Q - Is the Event outside? 
A - This is a festival-style event and is open air so please dress accordingly and 
ensure you keep warm throughout.
