As Brent* lovingly 
stares at his pre-
cious 13-month-old 
son, Charlie*, asleep 

in his arms, his wife, Danielle*, 
looks on with pure joy. The Van-
couver couple — both in their 
early 40s — never thought this 
moment would happen.
