An abundant number of crappie, catfish, saugeye,
and large mouth bass thrive in the lake. Our handi-
cap accessible "heated dock" is available for fish-
ing during the off-season winter months and pro-
vides shady relief during the peak summer months.

When you’re not on (or in) the water, you can enjoy
a round of 18-hole disc golf on one of our two
courses located in Spring Creek Park.

Arcadia Lake is also proud of its equestrian
trails. From sunrise to sunset visitors can bring
their horses and enjoy 5 miles of trail. It is located
just south of 33rd Street on Air Depot. Riders can
purchase annual passes or pay at the fee box on
the south side of the parking lot.

At Arcadia Lake, we pride ourselves on providing
visitors with the best services available.

Beach is Rusty’s Store. You'll find everything from
nachos to charcoal and fish hooks! Rusty’s is open
daily from noon to 8 pm (during season only).
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Arcadia Lake offers 5 fee collection stations for
your convenience. Visitors can purchase ice-cold
soda, water, bagged ice, firewood, worms and life
jackets at one of our convenient FCS locations.
T-shirts, sweatshirts, ball caps and fishing caps are
available through the Park Office.

Camping Information

Camping has never been easier at Arcadia Lake!
Arcadia Lake offers three types of campsites to
accommodate different campers’ needs. All of
our campsites include a picnic table, utility table,
charcoal grill, fire ring and access to community
water and restrooms.

Our primitive campsites in Central State Park and
Edmond Park are available for campers who are not

in need of hookups for electrical, water or sewage.
Arcadia Lake also offers regular campsites that
feature electric hookups and community water.
Regular campsites are located in Central State Park

and Scissortail Campground. For campers that need
electricity, water and sewage hookups, we offer full

hookup sites in Central State Park.

No more than two camping units of any kind are
allowed per campsite. Only one of which may be a

R.V./travel trailer. All campers must register with the
park attendant. Do not occupy a site until you have a
valid permit. Check out with the attendant when you

are finished camping.

All funds collected are used for the operation and
maintenance of the Lake facilities. Arcadia Lake is

dedicated to offering first-class facilities and services.
