
Travel through Crawford Notch State Park and Crawford Notch. Along this stretch
of road, you’ll encounter the trailheads for some of the most popular hikes in the
White Mountains, the site of the historic Willey Slide, beautiful waterfalls, and
several scenic overlooks. 

Motor coach friendly suggested stops include Willey House Historic Site & Pond,
Silver Cascade, and/or Mt. Washington Hotel & Resort Scenic Overlook (site of
the 1944 World Monetary Conference). Then travel through Bretton Woods and
Twin Mountain to make your way to Franconia Notch State Park. 

G R O U P  I T I N E R A R Y

North Conway features a classic village green, known as Schouler Park, which is a
great place to enjoy a picnic lunch or do some people-watching against a
mountain back drop. Observe trains come and go from the beautifully restored
1874 Victorian station of the Conway Scenic Railroad. Explore local shops and art
galleries, plus partake in a delicious lunch at one of the many cafes, fine
restaurants, and fun pubs. 

8:45 am Drive the Kancamagus Highway
The “Kanc” stretches 34.5 miles across the White Mountains from Lincoln to
Conway. This scenic road was dedicated as the first of the National Scenic
Byways in the Northeastern United States in 1996– for its recreational opportunities
and aesthetic, cultural and historic values.

Motor coach friendly suggested stops include Pemigewasset Overlook, CL
Graham Wangan Overlook, Rocky Gorge Scenic Area, and/or Albany Covered
Bridge.

End the day with a stop in Franconia Notch State Park at The Basin, a large
glacial pothole. This stop includes about a 10-minute walk to and from the
waterfall with a handicapped overlook available for those who are unable to
complete the walk. 

Shop at top outlet brands, stroll public art and gardens, and eat lunch on own
at Settler’s Green
Enjoy a scenic ride to the summit of Loon Peak in Loon Mountain Resort’s White
Mountains Express Gondola Skyride
Take a personally conducted tour of Fadden’s Sugarhouse, including a maple
syrup sample, and a self-guided tour of the general store and maple museum.
