The
showcase pairs the student athletes with coaches and players with more than 500 combining years of
NFL experience. Around 23 local players at the middle and high school levels are representing Rock
Hill/York County this year.

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U.S. Army All-American Bowl players — kicker BT Potter and athlete Derion Kendrick, both now at Clem-
son University. South Pointe High School’s head coach Strait Herron was also named national coach of
the year.

“We're thrilled to be back in Football City USA for a third consecutive year,” says Steve Quinn, VP of
Player Development at Football University. “South Pointe High School continues to be an excellent
venue for our event, and Rock Hill and surrounding York County is a fantastic host for Football University
student-athletes and their families.”
