DINE ON A COVERED BRIDGE IN UNION COUNTY – AN EXPERIENCE LIKE NO OTHER

MARYSVILLE – June 19, 2025 - Union County Tourism is thrilled to announce the return of its acclaimed Dine on a Covered Bridge event series—a truly unique blend of history, cuisine, and local culture set in the heart of scenic Ohio.

Hosted on the picturesque Pottersburg Covered Bridge and accessed via charming trolley tours, this adult-focused, farm‑to‑table dining experience offers guests the opportunity to savor an unforgettable lunch or dinner tableside on the bridge’s wooden planks. 

2025 Event Dates & Schedule
The lunch and dinner events will be offered on the following Saturdays: June 28, July 12, August 23, September 13, and October 4. 

Each tour commences at one of several host wineries or breweries where guests board a trolley enroute to visit four historic covered bridges before disembarking at the Pottersburg Bridge for a hosted meal. Participating wineries or breweries include Dalton Union Winery & Brewery, Happenstance Brewing Project, Ill Mannered Brewing Co., Rhetoric Brewing Company, and the Taphouse at Retreat 21. 

Why This Event is Truly One‑of‑a‑Kind
· Historic ambiance: Dine on the 94-ft‑long Pottersburg Covered Bridge, originally built in 1873 and saved from demolition by relocation.
· Farm‑to‑table fare: Lunch features a delicious, boxed lunch from Yeasty Boys Bakery and Delicatessen and dessert from J.F. Baking Company. Dinner showcases fresh, seasonal, and locally sourced cuisine presented by Chefs Palette with dessert sponsored by the Union County Farmers Market and presented by Kitschen Bakery. Even the floral arrangements are locally sourced and designed by Homer’s Bay Art & Garden. 
· Homegrown Entertainment: Lunch attendees will delight in the bluegrass sounds of the local group; the Muleskinners and dinner guests will enjoy easy listening melodies from Second Story Acoustic from Plain City. 
· Local libations: Each ticket includes a drink token at the host venue. No alcohol is served on the bridge, per safety regulations.
· Intimate setting: Capacity is limited to trolley and bridge capacity, providing the intimacy that smaller events afford. Open seating on both trolley and bridge ensures groups can stay together, while providing the opportunity to meet new friends in a relaxed and casual setting. 
Practical Details
· Pricing: $75 per person for lunch (afternoon); $125 per person for dinner (evening). 
· Attendance: Space is limited; tickets often sell out.
· Weather: Rain or shine—events proceed regardless; covered bridge offers shelter, and rescheduling policy applies if necessary.

About Union County’s Covered Bridges
Union County is home to six covered bridges, including Buck Run (Ohio’s longest single-span wooden bridge at 160 ft.), Spain‑Creek (a quaint 64‑ft “bridge‑in‑a‑bridge” design), North Lewisburg’s modern Pratt‑truss, and the historic Pottersburg bridge itself. Beyond the event, guests are encouraged to explore the Covered Bridge Trail—a year‑round bridge themed tour featuring bridges, culinary stops, digital check-ins, and prizes.
