Qualifying Events

Each event submission will be considered; however, to uphold the integrity of our calendar as a visitor
resource, approval is at the discretion of Visit Bellevue staff. We will only approve events that appeal to
visitors and follow our posting submission guidelines. 

Events must be open to the public and of interest to potential visitors. Events should include an address and
must be located within Bellevue city limits– however, events located in the Puget Sound region with visitor
appeal will be considered on a case-by-case basis. We strongly recommend uploading a photo with your
submission to add to the listing’s visual appeal.

Events That may not be Approved

•	 Events that lack required information, relevancy to visitors, or events outside of King County
•	 Meetings & conferences, commercial/promotional events, online-only events, membership-only events
•	 Events submitted to Visit Bellevue’s Event Calendar containing any of the following forms of 

contentshall not be allowed for posting:
	» Profane language or content;
	» Content that promotes, fosters, or perpetuates discrimination on the basis of race, creed, color, age, 
religion, gender, marital status, status with regard to public assistance, national origin, physical or 
mental disability or sexual orientation;

	» Sexual content or links to sexual content; or
	» Conduct or encouragement of illegal activity
