BLUE MARLIN

Just down the street from the Columbia Metropolitan

Convention Center, you'll find Blue Marlin. Merging -

African, West Indian and Caribbean flavors with

Cajun and Creole dishes, Blue Marlin showcases the

diversity of Southern cuisine. Located in an old train
station, Blue Marlin has been pulling in locals and
visitors since 1994.

KIKI'S CHICKEN & WAFFLES

The Columbia region’s first dedicated chicken-and-
waffle destination, Kiki’s Chicken and Waffles has
been serving homemade soul food for more than
five years. This is your go-to spot for wings piled
high atop French toast, or red velvet waffles.

For a more casual setting, Publico Kitchen & Tap is
serving up Lat-Asian inspired dishes with margarita
flights on the side.

BLACK ROOSTER

Across the river in West Columbia is the modern
and Italian Black Rooster.

You
can snap a pic of the mouth-watering creations
and the city skyline in one shot on the rooftop
which has one of the best views of downtown
Columbia.
