The Palace
Theatre is listed on the National Historic Register.

Today, the Palace Theatre thrives as a vibrant
cultural hub. An evening at the Palace Theatre
offers a unique experience unlike other
entertainment venues. Stepping into the Palace
Theatre, with its original architectural details,
transports visitors back in time.

The theatre regularly screens classic films, offers
movies for children, and features an incredible
lineup of live holiday performances during the
annual Christmas Capital of Texas season.

NESTLED IN THE heart of Grapevine,
Nash Farm is a living testament to the
region’s history.
